In the Career of an Okla-
homa Missionary.

He Returns to the Place Where
He Once Faced Death.

i

Indians Kilied Mr. Grifiths’ Mother
and Stole Him Away—In London
as a.Tramp—Converted Here.

After he had. cast his vote for Wm.
McKinley, the Rev. Joseph K. Grif-
fis, who for five years has been the
pastor of the South Presbyterian
Church at Seneca, and Juniata streets,
Buftfalo, departed with his family tor
El Reno, Ok., 'where he will do mis-

: sionary work among the-Indians. It is
the strange work of fate that Mr.
Griffis who, -away back in the summer
i of 1884, had tne wild course of his life-
| time changed while a resident of Lon-
don, is to be sent to ithe very town
i where he once was a prisoner under
sentence of death for desertion from
the United States army.

Few lives are so filled as his with
adventure. He had been an Indian
warrior, an Indian athlete, a wanderer
¢ through the west when Oklahoma was
the real fromtier, an American soldier,
a tramp, a member of the Salvation
Army and a minister.

STOLEN BY INDIANS.

In 1864 his father lived in the south-
eastern part of Oklahoma, bordering
on Texas. He was one of a handful of
hardy'. Americans who formed a sinall
settiement on the site of what is now
Gainesville.

In the spring of the year the Kiowa
Indians who were aggressive and
skillful in 'war, made a raid on the
settlement, Killing ail the whites ex-
cept a few whom they took as cap-
tives. . Mrs. Griffis €ell in the comnflict,
but the old Kiowa warriors, even to
this day remember that she defended
her life and that of her scn with fierce

. fore she. was fatalby wounded.
! Griffis was away that day, and when
! he returned he found the body of his
| wife, viewed the scene of carmnage and
i guessed that his 2-year-old son Joseph,
‘ had been stolen. Iuspired by the ter-
rible blow that had been dealt him, he
joungh»t the Indians until he was killed.
i Joseph, the present Dr. Griffis, was
taken into the family of Big Bow, the
war chief of the Kiowas, and brought
up tenderly by the wife of the chief.
He roamed about the coumntry with the
Kiowas, learned their language, loved
Big Bow and Mrs. Big Bow as mother

and father.
CAPTURED BY
DIERS.

When he was 10 years old the small !

band of Indians with which he 'was
traveling was captured by a company
of American infantry. One day a sol-
. dier took particular notice of the
white boy and observed a vaccination
mark on his arm. The commanding
officer went to Big Bow and asked him
to tell him the history of the boy pris-
oner. Big Bow at first denied that the
prisoner was a 'white man‘s son, but
subsequently confessed that he was,
and told the full story of his capture.
The oy did not believe it until Big
Bow had assured him time and time
again .of its truth. The commanding
officer took him in charge, and, with
the aid of Big Bow, got in communi-
; cation with an uncle of the boy who
i ived in Texas. Thus, at the age of
' 10 yeers, Griffis was sent into Texas
and piaced in the charge of his uncle.
Life in civilization was irksome to
the boy. He longed to be back to the
roving, venturesome life. Sao, after
spending a short time with his uncle,
he. departed secretly to join the In-
dians. He journeyed for days over
prairies and mountains, and at length
fell In. with straggling Utes, Chey-
ennes and Kiowas. For six or seven
| years he lived a nomadic life.
DESERTED FROM THE ARMY.

In 1880 he enlisted in company K,
16th Infantry, and did scout work for
some time. His superb horseback
riding attracted the attention of Capt.
Crews, of the 4th Cavalry.

The 4th went out in 1881 to
! quell an- uprising of the Chey-
i ennes, and the boy scout went with it.
The captain told young Griffis,
ter the wperformance of a daring
feat, that he would make him a
present of a good horse as a reward
for his excellent service. The word
was never kept, and the boy soldier
decided to desert forthwith, little con-
sidering how serious an offense deser-
tion was. He and another soldier ran
away one night, and a few days later
were captured. GCriffis was tried by a
drumhead court-martial and sentenc-
ed to be shot at retreat. Just before
the execution was to take place Capt.
Craws said he had concluded to post-
pone it for 30 days, during which time
the condem®ed youth should be held
in the guardhouse at Fort Reno. He
i was conveyed thither by a strong
. guard, and orders were given to a
i blacksmith to put him in chains.
Griffis knew the blacksmith, and
whispered to him to make the manacles
large, which the blacksmith did—so
large, in fact, that Griffis each night
drew his feet out of them and enjoyed
good rest.

ESCAPED FROM DEATH.

The young scout had for a prison
mate a soldier who had the unique
pseudonym of Gee Whiz, a daring
chap. After he and Griffis had been
confined about 25 days in the guard-
house, Gee Whiz cut a hole through
{ the roof, and then one night he and
QGriffis crawled out into the world,
muich to the surprise of the sentry,

who let two poorly aimed bullets drive !

at them. The camp was in a commo-
tion in an instant, but Gee Whiz and
Griffis were fleeing wildly across the
plain, and were out of immediate
danger by the time a concerted meas-
ure for their capture had heen under-
taken. They went 75 miles south,
nearly starving en route, and finally
separated.

For three years Griffis roamed about
the country, traveling in all the ways
known to Hoboland.

CONVERTED IN THIS CITY,

In. 1884, after touring the States and
| Canada as a tramp, he came to this
| oity. He was wayward and uneducat-
ed. Twice in that summer his name
was placed on fthe police court blotter
on Carling street for drunkenness.Then
came the great change of his life. The
Salvation Army was then attracting
much attention, and underwent con-
