The
work is done by both men and women,
apd the length of time given to a
single hat depends entirely upon the
fineness of the weave and the texture
of the article. Some of the cheap ones
are made in a single day while weeks
are oftentimes expended on those
which bring amazingly large prices in |
the market. When a. high-priced hat |
is finished the starting and finishing
points of the weaver are completely
| concealed, and the headgear appears
in one piece with absolutely no raw
edges.

Getting out of the class of hats madas
entirely from genuine Panama straw
many consgscientious patterns are found
that are made from split bamboo and
| split palm stems which are treated in
