It is feared that some of thept
may be lost, for the main party had
a terriblé¥ struggle Dbefore reaching
Wrangle Island, and the smaller-par-
ties must have had as strenuous ex-
periences, if not more so.

The first report from the
party was generally read as a state-
ment that all had reached Wrangle
Island, and were waliting for a boat
to take them home. It turns out that
ten days after the Karluk sank on
January 11th, a party of four, with &

On the long sledge journgy
his hands and feet had been badly frozém,
and he was suffering greatly. However,
Bartlett has apparently recovered, for he
is at Nome waiting for the American vev-
nue cutter Bear to take him with sunplies
to Wrangle Island.
When Capt. Bartlett left
Island the thirteen men who
were apparently in good shaple, Chief
Engineer Munro was in c¢harge, and it
was proposed to send men to Herald
Islangd to search for the Anderson party
and the McKay party. The day before
Bartlett left, Munro and two men set out
with dogs to return to the camp at the
scene of the wreck for more supplies, The
fate of the parties cannot bhe known
until nearly autumn, as navigation will
not be open until August, and under the
most favorable conditions, word of the
parties will not reach civilization until
September. 1
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
