CONDENSED DISPATCHES. The Snell Murder Derived*
A Ripple of interest in the almost for­

gotten Snell tragedy was stirred up this 
morning by the announcement in police 
circles that the alleged confederate of 
Willie Tascott had been arrested in Mus­
kegon, Mich. 4‘ Gyp” Ryan, the prisoner, 
was formerlyean employee of the detective 
agency here and by some, it is said, the 
relations between him and the suspected 
murderer of millionaire Snell were par­
ticularly close. He disappeared about 
the same time Tascott withdrew from 
public gaze and with apparently the same 
success in keeping his hiding place 
secret. Bruce’s detective agency in 
this city is interested in his apprehension, 
believing he knows where Tascott is and 
he can be induced to part with this in­
formation. Inspector Begfield is not in­
clined to attach much importance to the 
story that Ryan was implicated in the 
murder of Mr. Snell. He says that the 
police have made no effort to find him 
and that he considers the whole affair 
rather magnified as an important piece 
of detective work.
