The Dominion steamer Quadra re-
turned yesterday from her rescue craise
on the West Coast, bringing here six of
the Cleveland’s company, First Officer
S. B. Durfee, R. P. O’Neill, Robert
Isbister, David Crawley, A. E, Thomas,
Frank Gertham, Thomas McColl and
Alfred Falkner—all but O’Neill, Thomas
and Gertham beidg here for treatment at
the Marine Hospital. The Quadra also
delivered at the Victoria provincial jail
six Indian prisoners convicted of looting
the stranded steamer during the absence
of Captain Hall and his ‘crew, and gen-
tenced to from one to six months’ im-
prisonment at hard labor, their plunder
from the ship having already been re-
turned.  No news has been had of the
still missing boat and none of the Cleve-
land’e crew now enfertain even a reason-
able hope of its deliveranée. = The ship
itself has been patched a little, and the
steamers Czar, Maud and Willapa will
haul her off and bring herto Vietoria for

repair as soon as her cargo holds have
been cleared.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)
Nanamwo, Dec, 22.—The steamer Geo,
W. Elder arrived this foremoon at De-
parture Bay from Skagway, Junean and
other Northern ports. She brought be-
tween 20 and 30 passemgers. At the
time she left there had not been any
fresh arrivals from the interior.

The
Quadra’s search proper extended only to
Hesquoit but it was there learned on
Thursday last through the arrival of a
canoe from Friendly Oove that no boat’s
wreckage or any other gign of the ‘lost
ones had been seen up that far. When
leaving Barclay Sound yesterday morn-
ing the tug Ozar was ' alongside the
wreck with Messre. Tyson and Metcalf
on board. . She will probably stay by4
the stranded veseel until such time as
the latter is in a position to be towed off
the rocks. At Anderson’s Camp two
miles distant, a smooth beach is to be
found, and if the Cleveland can be
floated, it will be to this spot she will be
taken, to be put in condition for re-
moval to the Esquimalt dry dock,

On Tueeday the water in the forward
hold of the.vessel, wherein the largest
pancture in the ship’s’ plates has been
located, fell nineteen inches; and thatin
the other compartments one and a half
‘inches, showing that- the injuries sus-
tained are not as seriods as at first be-
lieved. The cargo is being removed as
quickly as poesible, and when this is
gone, the work of saving the vessel will
be proceeded with without delay. That
the Cleveland can be saved, Captain
Walbran now fully believes. Relerring

the surviyors of thq wreck
whom he picked up, he 8ay8-
the men were all mote then rejoiced.

MR. DURFEE TELLS HIS STQRY.

The Most Terrible Experience of a Lifetime
at Sea—Rescue Came Just in Time,

From the Marine hospital, where he
will be forced by his injuries to remain
for some little time to come, Mr. 8, B.
Durfee, the chief officer of the Oleve-
land, writes as follows, describing his
recent hard experience:

‘* On the morning of Friday, the 10th
inst.,, at 2a.m., I and seven others left
the ill-fated vessel, and entered upon
what proved to be the most terrible ex-
periencg of my life. The sea was piling
mountains high, and seemingly longing
to assist in securing us for its prey, the
storm raged loud and furiously. A con-
stant gale was blowing, and’ rain, hail
and enow apparently struggled for the
mastery. 3

** Our stock of provisions was not such
as would long hold out, consisting as it
did of two cans clams, one can mutton,
one can of cabbage, two jars jelly, one
can of turkey, one can of ehicken, with
a very limited supply of water.

“Our situation was ‘simply such as
cannot be described. Tossed hither and
thither by mountain waves, drenched
by the rain, and almost exhausted from
cold and hunger, we drifted along we
knew not wberve, for four days and a
ha.lf, the longest and inost anxioas
period in all my experience, To add to
our distress and the helplessness of our
condition, one of our number succambed
to the exposure, ana «not without sad
hearts did we, his cor--rades, commit-his
body to the deep,

** About twenty-four Yaurs before we
made shore the wind subsided, ‘and the
foamy sea became tolersbly calm. On
the morning of the sixth day we suc-
ceeded in landing at Rafael point, about
20 miles from Heequuit harbor. Luckily
we managed to find a cave, over which
was growing a large cedar tree, and here
we sought shelter, and as qu.ckly as we
could in our numbed condition, buiit a
fire and endeavored to restor~ life and
warnoth to our almost frozen bodies, -

‘* There were no eigns of civilization in
the neighborhood ; our food: supoly had
quiterun out, with the exception of the
can of turkey and a few mouldy bis-
cuits; and we had had no 'water
fcr. the past twenty-four hounrs.

Noth-
ing was found, and the voyage was re-
sumed, an Indian interpreter, familiar with
the local variations of Chinook, being
secured, and the vessel heading for the
wreck,

Arrived there early in the afternoon,
Captain Walbran in due time constituted a
court for the trial of the Indians and a
white man, charged with concealin , or
having in their possession, various articles,
the property of the steamer Cleveland.

Rev. Mr. Swartout, the Presbyterian mis-
sionary, was present as the ‘* Kriend” of
the Indians, and Mr. Guillod, Indian
agent, acted officially in that capacity, and
carefully protected " the - interests of his
wards, Mr. McKenna well represented the
public interest as rosecutor, while Con-
stable Cox and hls ‘‘specials” detailed
their experiences in:récovering the ** loot.”’

With "great care.and patience Captain
‘Wa bran, the presiding magistrate, ex-
plained the nature of, the charges through
the interpreter, and’ eventually al] four In-
dians pleaded guilty. The necessary evi-

ence was given by the police and the
court adjourned until next morning, when
another batch of Indians was dealt with
with equal care -and patience—eleven Euv}
cluelet and Toquaht.Indians in all being
dealt with, :

The one white man (McCarthy) charged
was allowed to give his sworn statemént,
he, too, having pleaded guilty. His case
differed from that 6f'the Indians in that he
had not attempted: poncealment so far as ik
known; but he was/ nevertheless severely
censured by the magistrate, and shown how
he bad injared h‘fn%f by his®conduct to
the captain of the ‘ship, etc. All the
charges having been dealt with Captain
Walbran most fully explained the law, and
was very careful that the interpreter con-
veyed his ruling to the Indian prisoners.
