months, Lotteries and other forms of gam-
bling are the curse of Louisians,

And unless they sre speedily stamped out
they will be a ouissnce in Canada. ‘I'be
wedge has been inserted by the masonic
Jottery now going on in Loodon, and it has
proved so succeseful that a dozen others are
already under way. We have heard of four
started yesterdsy—all under alleged charit-

able saspices. -

Now these lotteries are directly illegi],
and it is only through gross negligence of
duty en the part of the authorities that the
masonic one has been allowed to go on, But
besides the culpability of the authorities
there is sn equally culpsble class —the pub-
lic press, The party papers without excep-
tion have been muzzled through fear of
alienating the masonic vote in the coming
elections ! The Globe dare not raise its
voice though it knew the lottery was
wrong ; the most it did do was not to pub-
lish *he winning numbers,

In order that the public may see how
illegal these lotteries are we will quote the
law on the subject :

CAF, X0V., 22 ViC.

1. If any person makes, prints, advertises or pub-
lishes, of causes or procures to be made, printed, ad-
vertised or published, any proposal, rchéme, or plan,
for advancing, lending, giving, selling, or in any
way disposing of auny property, either real or per-

“nal, by lots, cards, tickets, or any mode of chance
ratsoever, or sells, barters, exchanges, or other-
se disposes of, or causes or procures, or aids, or

_ Asiste in the sale, barter or exchange, or other
” disposal of, or offers for sale, barter or exchange,
any lob, card, ticket, or  other meins or
. devite, for advancing, lending, giving, scll-
ing, or otherwise disposing of sny pro-
. perty, veal or personal, by lots, tickets, or
any 'mode of chance whatever, such person sball,
_upon conviction thereof, before any mayor, alder-
man, or the justice-of the peace, upon the: oath of
one or more credible witnesses, or upon confession
thereof, forfeit the sum of twenty dollars for caeh
and every wuch offence, togethér with costs #
which sald forfeiture shall be applied half to the
informer and the other half to the municipality,

2, Any person Luying, bartering, exchanging,
taking, or recetving any such lot, card, ticket, or
other device as in the above section mentioned, shall,
upon eonviction thereef, in like manner as therein
mentioned, forfeit the sum of twenty dollars for
rach offence, to be recovered and applied as afore-
said,

3. Any sale, loan, gift, barter, or exchange of any
real or personal property by any lottery, ticket,
card, or other mode of chance whatever, dependiig
upon or to be determined by chance or lot, shall be
void toall intents and purposes whatsoever, and all
such real or personal property so sold, lent, giver,
bartered, or exchanged, SHALL BL YORYRITED TOWC1|
PERNON AS WILL SUE YOI THE WAME BY ACTION 0N 1N
FORMATION 1IN ANY COURT OF KECOKD IN TOIS VRO
YINCR. ;

Section 5 provides that if a person convicted as
aforesaid cannot pay the fine, he shall go to jail for
three months or less,

Section G extends the provisions of this act tothe
publication of foreign lotteries,

Bection 7 defines the term “personal property” to
include every dercription of money, etc,

The wald act [cap. xcv, consolidated statutes of
snada] does not apply to any raffle for prizes of
small value, at any bazaar held for any charitable
object ; provided, however that to entitle any such
raffie hereafter.to be the exemption hereby declarcd,
permission must be obtained from the city or other
municipsl cound!, or from the mayor, or other offi-
cer of municipality in which such bazaar isBeld,and
the articles so thereat to be rafed for, must be such
only as have thereat firit been offcred for wale, and
must none-of them be of 4 value exceeding fifty dol-
