THE ADDRESS 10 THE QUEEN.

Adopted by the Senate ~Yesterday—Mr,
Abbott's Reterence to Fair Trade.

OrrawaA, Sept. 25.—In the Senate to-day
Mr. Abbott moved the address to the
Queen ' with regard to the removal of the
favored nations clause from the treaties be-
tween England and Germany and England
and Belgium.

After explaiding the meaning of ‘the
clauses he made a reference to Col. Howard
Vincent. He said thav a gentleman was in
this country lately who presented a plau-
sible scheme for imprbving trade with the
mother country. In theory it seemed to be
the germ of a movement, which might be-
come important to us in the last de-
gree, but the idea of taxing food
in England was repugnant to a large
proportion of that people. Although pro-
tection under the name of fair trade has
made some little progress in England, he
questioned whether it had made a lastin
impression.; He did not know if Englan
would thirk it worth her while to improve
her trade with 350,000.000 of her people
at some sacrifice of her principle. 152 Sid

Improvement in Geueral Trade in Cauada
—Collections Also Better,

New York, ~25.~~While there have
been still further increases within the week
in the volume of general trade at some of
the leading business ‘centres, notably at
Chi , Duluth, Minneapolis, St. Paul, St.
Joseph, St. Louis and San Francisco, spe-
cial telegrams to Bradstreet’s do not, on’the
whole, point to a wdek of widespread or
general increase in the distributive move-
ment in staple lines in the United States.

There is a noticeable improv t in the

meral trade sitnation in Canada, partien-

rly in drygoods, hardware and groeeries
and wheat for export, This characterizes
both the provinces Ontario and Quebec.
Collections 'there aresalso better.  The Do-
minion reports 34 business failurés this
week, against 35 last week and 31 this week
last year.  The total number Jan. 1 to date
is 1311, against 1188 last year.

FATAL PANIC IN A CHURCH,

500 Negroes -ﬂcnk For the Door—One
Killed and Three Fatally Injured.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., Sept.. 25.—Just be-
fore 12 o’clock last night a panic occurred
in the Harmony Baptist Church (colored),
in which one woman killed, three re-
ceived fatal injuties, and\about 20 persons
were serjously cut and bruised. An all-
n(iigl})xt revival sefvice was being held,attend-
ed by 500 negroes. Suddenly the ights
began to flicker badly, then Zvent g::tlg en-
tirely. One frenzied worshipper shonted:
“Judgment, judgment,” at which  the
crowd became wild with fear. A grand
rush was made for the narrow doors. The
stronger ones trampled on the weak and
T over their prostrate bodies. Many
jumped from windows and were injured in
the fall by broken glass. The panic lasted
15, or 20 minutes and when the
building was lighted up again over a dozen
geople ay bruised and bleeding on the
oor. One girl, Maggie Clark, aged 18
years, was dead.

In Twenty Years 328,716 Divorces Were
Granted in the United States.

SaraToca, NN, ‘Sept. 25.—‘“Marriage
and Divorce”: was the subject of an interest-
ing paper read before the Unitarian Confer-
ence here to-day. by Hon. - Carroll D.
Wright, of Washington. After reviewing
the marriage statutes in the various States
in the Union, . Mr Wright said: ‘“From
1867 to 1886, inclusive, there were granted
in the United States 328,716 decrees of di-
vorce, the increase being steady and rapid
yearly, showi.n%(;m increase of 157 per
cent. in thg (20 years, in which the
population increased ' only « 60  per
cent.. Of the 328,716 divorces 'grant-
ed in -the 20  years specified,
216,176-were granted on- the petition of the
wives. The duration of the married time
is also an interesting study.

“In the perjod namedy it averages 8.97
years for the men and 9.27 years for the
women. Less than 20 per cent. of the
parties are divorced in other States than
those:in which they were married. * In the
number of divorces examined in 57,524
there were no children, and 141,810 the
children formed no part of the question
arising.”

f Russian Manmuvres Very Secret.

St. PErERSBURG, Sept. 26.—General Mir-
kavoteh, who is in command of the Fif-
teenth Army Corps at Warsaw, and is in
charge of the Russian army manceuvres in

Jand, has issued an order for the immedi:
ate arrest of any person endeavoring to wit-
ness sthe mancuvres' without a. passport
from himself, and he is said to be under

'special instructions to keep out all foreign-

ers and new. dents. * There-
fore ‘the m of cte Russian troops

"under the fire of smokeless der, about
which much curiosity is felt in military
cireles, is not likely to be known.

The Russian ernment is straining
every nerve to keep the army safficiently
supplied with food and thereby prevent
discontent among the troops. It is said
that the garrison at Kharkoff was on half
rations during 10 days of the month, owing
to a failure of the supply department to do
its duty.

The Belgian Military Establishment.

BrusseLs, Sept. 25.—The “Journal ‘ne la
Meuse,” of Liege, publishes an opinion on
Belgium’s military establishment. which the
late Count von Moltke imparted L:o aldBel-

ian general attendin, in 0] on
%llxaé ocgcasion of the latt%r’s v?sit topoBerl'm.
Count, von Moltke said in effect that in case
of war the whole Belgian army would be
required to garrison. Antwerp and the
Meuse forts, leaving none to e the field;
that, although the Meuse forts were built
as @ protection against Germany, Belgium
had more to fear from France;and that
Belgium should add 70,000 more men to her
army, and. adopt .military institutions
adapted to modern requirements.

Eungland’s Chuef Rabbi to Visit Russia.

Loxpox, Sept 25.—The Rev. Dr. Her-
mann Adder, chief rabbi of England, on
behalf of a number of influential Jews has
obtained consent of Hall Caine to under-
take a journey through Russia in order
that he may study the Jewish question. Tt
is believed that, the powerful pen which has
already shown itself able to move the pub-
lie so deeply-in favor of the Russian Jews will
make even the Russian Government not
indifferent to its appeals.

Siberia for the Jews.

Loxpos, Sept. 25.—A  8t. Petersburg
dessa.t,ch says the Czar seriously thinks of
sending the Jews in large batches to Sibe-
ria. They will not be deported as convicts
but are to be presented with land and for-
bidden to return to Russia. A

Loxpox, Sept. 25.—The Jewish Coloniza-
tion Assoeiation, although formed but a few
days, has already taken hold vigorously,
and the object of settling the poor Russian
Jews in the United States is to be pursued
as rapidly as pessible. The association has
come to the conclusion to send nearly all
the Jewish exiles to the United States and
to secure their landing by all lawful means.

It is claimed that the United States has
room enough for all the Jews that will emi-
grate from Russia, and the opportunities for
profitable business are not equaled in any
other country. The association will, there-
fore, for the present wholly confine its at-
tention to sending Russian Jews to America
and supporting them there.

The Divinity That Doth Hedge a King.

Loxpox, Sept. 26.—A Soecialist at Dant-
zic has been arrested for saying that King
Otto, the ¢ sovereign of Bavaria, was
the most useful monarch in Europe, because
he spends his time in peeling potatoes. The
remark was considered a reflection on the
Kaiser and all the other German sovereigns,
not one of whom is conspicuous for anything
but good living.

The police are more than ewver severe in
punishing any act or word of personal dis-
respect for the Kaiser, and in Berlin yester-
day two men were warned in the street to
stop laughing and talking about the Kaiser’s
beard. Visitors have been forbidden to
come within a certain distance of royalty
whilé out picnicking or boating in the
vicinity of Potsdam. These orgers have
been issued in deference to the Empress,
who has been annoyed by inguisitive visitors
watching her at lunch and possibly com-
menting on her healthy appetite. ‘In future
no ope must dare look at royalty except
when it chooses to-go on exhibition.

One Czar, One Faith, One Baptism,

St. PETERSBURG, Sept. 26.—The Russian
authorities are preparing for a crusade
against the non-orthodox sects, which have
been gaining in numbers to such a degree as
to alarm the Holy Synod. It is proposed to
adopt hard labor and banishment to the
remotest parts of Siberia_as' a punishment
for enticing orthodox Russians,from the
rites and ordinances of the established
church. ' ;

Dissenters are to be ineligible to any
post or employment connected with village
administration, and are not ‘to be allowed
to employ as domestics anybody belonging
to ‘the orthodox faith, Communities of
Stundists are to be subject to police super-
vision, and it is made the duty of the police
to see that no worthodox person joinsin
Stundist worship. Unlike the Jews, the
Stundists are not to be driven out of Russia.
The Czar wants them, and is trying to con-
vert them.

Terrible Stories of Destitution,

Loxpox Sept. 25.—The Telegraph’s St.
Petersburg correspondent says: ‘“The dis-
tress among the peasants is increasing:
Potatoes are failing in many districts, and
a new insect knowing as the zooka, more
destructible to corn tha§ the Hessian fly,
has appeared.”

The whole population'of some villages in
Astrachan are dying of starvation. The
doctors presoribe corn instead of medicine.

“There are stories afloat of parents eating
their children at Nijini Novorgord. . The
authorities in many places are levying a
tax on laborers yhenever they obtain work.

Gladstone on Temperance,

Loxvox, Sept. 25.—Mr. Gladstone has
written a letter to the Temperance - League
saying that the defeat of the measure in-
troduced by the Government and practical-
ly endowing publicans was in its first effect
negative, but that it really created a move-
ment which has already grown powerful
and which will grow in vigor. ‘The pre-
sent'system,” Mr. - Gladstone ndas, “is a

A FRIGRIFUL AQOIDENI 4T AN

Explosion of a Bomb—The Festival Was
Being Held in New York and the
Merrymakers Had _‘G&ﬂurcd to Wit
ness the Fun—Dynamite Was Used With
Frightful Results.

New Yorx, Sept. 24.-+Eleven people are
dead and 30 'woul;de( 3 the resgle: of the
bomb explosion at the “Italian celebration
last night. The Italian colony residing in
the neighborhood of Boyden and Nassau-
streets have for several days been preparing
for the celebration of the feast of St. Rocco.
A platform for musicians was erected in the
street next doorto: Illario’s saloon anda
great cfowd blocked - the street. LA big
copper casing mortar was used for the
bombs. - These were filled with colored fire
and  whot into the air, where they
burst,” throwing out a shower of vari-
colored sparks. It was this = mortar
that exploded and caused all the harm.
The bomb casing was about five inches in
diameter and 30 inchesl About 11
p.m. a large bomb was put/ in the mortar
and lighted. It is supposed that the bomb
exploded in it. There were hundreds of
mén, women and children standing around
watching with great expectancy. ~When it
exploded the air was filled with the shrieks
of the injured and dying. Intense confu-
sion followed. A platoon of police were on
the scene and they had great difficulty in
preventing the frightened multitude from
tramping the injured to death. The ex-
plosion is supposed to be due to an over-
charge of powder, i

The names.of the dead are: Michael Anz-
alona, 19 years old; Charles Stewart Caro-
lin, 12; Michael O'Neil, 13; Pasqualli Rez-
zilino, Frederick Weiss, 15; Guiseppi Ya-
nazo, Frank Miller, 8; Arthur Flynn, 11;

Perfectly Able to Cope With the Offend-
ers—She Undertakes to Suppress All
Further Disorders—Extensive Seizures
of Dynamite and ‘Rifies CUomsigned te
Secret Societies.

Loxpox, Sept. 25.—The following is »

the Yang-Tse-Kiang, and to afford protec-
tion wherever the ﬁfq or property of Eur-
opeans is " still apparently ' threatened.

hough rumors of further troubles still ex-
cite uneasinessin certain places the Gov-
ernment has no doubt of ifs ability to cope
effectually with' attempts at fresh breaches
of the peace, whether from the operators of
secret, societies or as the - result of local or
accidental circumstances. The examina-
tions held last month at Nan-King, Woo-
Chang, Nan-Chang, Hang Chow and Foo
Chow ended without the disorders often
attendant at the assembly of so. many stu-
dents. At Nan-King alone the number of
students is 20,000 and the number is scarcely
less at the other capitals mentioned.

Nothin%is known respecting the reports
cabled to Europe of an attempt to seize the
Foo Chow arsenal, but undoubted evidence
of the activitygof secrets has been obtained
in other quarters. Thirty-five cases of for-
eign rifles consigned to a British subject
employed in the Imperial customs office at
Chin-Kiang have'been seized by the customs
officers at Shanghai and the consignee has
been arrested and sent to Shanghai for the
British authorities to deal with. The same
man had in his possession a qguantity of
dynamite, which with the ri&as he con-
fessed was intended for the use of a secret;
society at Chin Kiang. The arms came
from Hong Kong. 'wo other British sub-
jects and six other  foreigners (natiomality
doubtful), residents of Shanghai, are im-
licated in this transaction, which Sir
obert Hart, the inspector-general of ocus-
toms, and the British consulates at Shang-
hai and Chin Kiang are investigating,

Received with Distrust.

The communications from the Pekin Gov-
ernment; offering compensation to foreigners
who have suffered in the recemnt riots in
China, with the strongest assurances of
future protection, are received with distrust
in the Foreign Office “here. Hsu Ching
Chang,” the 'Chinese Ambassador to
the European courts, has recently
been ' in  St. Petersburg, where he
succeeded in inducing the Russian Govern-
ment to withdraw from the joint action pre-
jected by the péwers. He arrived in Berlin
to-day with the view of trying to imfiuence
Chancellor Von da.privi, but it is
certain - that he will not, aftér the

etermination of the ' German Government
to co-operate with the British in taking de-
cisive measures:

The Pekin note as given te thie papers,
fails to indicate the real character  of the
appeal made by the ambassador to the

uropean (overnments. He has  urgell
that the Imperial Govermmnent was entirely
honestin deciding to suppress. disorders and
secking time to deal with the anti-foreign
movement, and that precipitate action
on the part of the powers would defeat
their og?ect and bring China into, am
anarchany. His comimunications distinctly
su%gest the probabilty of such a potent
political upheaval in China as might over-
throw the Manchu dynasty.  Pamicky
feeling existing in Pekin is made known
here = by urgent telegrams sent
through the Chinese enrbassy implor-
ing Lord Salisbury to instruct the
British Minister to China to adopt a more
friendly attitude, The latter ‘advises the
Foreign Office - that persistent diplomatic
pressure, combined with a naval demonstra-
tion at certain of the treaty ports, will be
the only effective means to prevemt re-
current outrages.}

Chinese Attack Monasteries.

Paris, Sept. 25.—The officers of the Mis-
sions Catholique at Lyyons have redeived ad-
vices from China to the effeet that natives
had = attacked the monks at Northern
Chansi.  Fears are entertained for the
safety of the monks and the inmates of the
Chansi orphanage.
