FarL River, Mass , Aug. 96, —The pre-
liminary trial of Lizzie Borden for the
murder of her parents began yesterday. A
conjunction of circumstances ‘brought about
the opening on Thuraday. Thursday has
been the most fateful in this mysterious
crime. Andrew J. Borden and his wife
were murdered in their home Thurs-
day, Aug. 4 The following  Thurs-
day the bodies were removed from their
wault and the first real autopsy
made. It was then that. the gash in Mrs.
Borden’s back between the shoulder blades
was discovered. On that Thursday, too,
Lizzie Borden was arrested, and now her
trial begins Thursday.

The proceedings began at about the same
moment, it is calculated, that Mrs. Borden
was chopped to death in her bedroom three
weeks ago. As on:Monday when the case
was postponed the court house was packed
and over half of the spectators were women,
only a few of whom appeared to be young
and uhmarried. s

It ‘was 10.25 o’clock when the trial began,
by Distriet-Attorney Knowlton calling
Medical Examiner Dr. William A. Dolan
. to the stand. Five minutes before that
time the accused woman entered the room.
She was preceded by her sister,
Emma, leaning on the arm of Charles J.
Holmes, the cashier of the bank of
which Andrew Borden was President,
and who looks like A. M. Palmer. Mrs.
Holmes and Mrs. George Bri ham, who at-
tended Lizzie while she was being guargded
in the Borden house previous to arrest, fol-
Jowed, and then Lizzie came in on the arm
of Rev. E. A. Buck.

Her face was no longer pallid. It was
suffused with the blo which mounts to
the cheeks during excitement or mental
‘teasion. Even her ears were red with the
feverish flush. That was all there was to
show that the prisoner felt her position.

She was dressed in a blue serge dress,
with a black_bonnet, black clothes and car-
ried a palm-leaf fan.  Now and then she
shielded-her face with the fan, bowing her
head and's closing her eyes. Those
fits of abstraction were brief, though,
and throughout she held her head
up and looked  at the witnesses and
lawyers. Once late in the afternoon, at 5§
o'clock, when there wasa little badinage
between Lawyer Adams and Dr. Dolan.
Sister Emma leaned over and with a smile
whispered something in Lizzie’s ear. Lizzie
responded with a smile so broad that it was
what might be called a noiseless laugh.

By the time Dr. Dolan ‘took the stand the
court room was jawmed to the doors, and
some of the tree citizens of the burgh were
banging on to the judge’s bench and helping
themselves to his ice-water. Judge Blaisdell
is & benevolent old gentleman with a per-
petual smile on his face and he did not
care.’

Dr. Dolan, in answer to questions from
District Attorney Knowlton, said he saw
the dead bodies of Audrew and Abby Bor-
den at the house No. 62 Second-street on
the forenoon of Aug. 4 He was driving
: by and was agtracted by the crowd.

He first saw tae body of Mr. Borden aboat
11.45 o'ciock. It was lying on an old-fash-
joned sofa in the sitting-room, covered
with  a sheet.! After he had been in the
house three ‘or four minutes he was told
that Mrs. Borden was also murdered and
was lying upstairs. He went up and view-

.ed the body, placing his hands in the
wounds upon her head.

The body of Mrs. Borden the witness de-
scribed as lying on the right side. The
head rested on a Prince Albert coat that
had been folded under a small pillow. Both
were soaked with blood that had also pene-
trated through the sofa and saturated the
carpet. The man’s feet were on the floor.

There were 11 incisive wounds en the left
side of the head and face, one of which cut

through the eyeball. The wounds were
made by some sharp imstrament, probably
a hatchet. One wound back of the left
ear had crushedy in the skull. This was
done by the blunt end of the weapon.

The body of Mrs. Borden was lying face
down, with the arm twined around her
head as if to protect it. An old handker-
chief thas looked as if she might have worn
it around her head while she was dusting
lay near her. It was badly torn and was
covered with blood; which formed a pool
about the head. 2

At tliis point Dr. Dolan’s testimony was
interrupted to allow the introduction of

lans of the Borden house, drawn by Civil
%ng'meer Thomas Kiernan. Mr. Kiernan

swore to the accuracy of the plans, and de-
scribed the location of the bodies when dis-
covered, and also certain parts of the doors
and windows removed. to be examined by
the toxicologists.

The plans showed blood spots on pic-
ture hanging above the sofa on which Mr.
Borden was lying, and those on the wall-
paper and the floor. The dimensions of the
rooms im  the house, the distance to the
parn and the inclosing fences were also
given.

Mr. Jennings, for the defence, asked the
witness if a man could mot easily have
climbed upon the pile of boards against the
back fence and jumped over. Mr. Kiernan
said he did not know. A spot thought to
be blood was found on the architrave of the
door leading from the sitting-room to the
dining-room, but it was so small Dr. Dolan
and those with him lost it and it wus some
time before they could locate it again. Dr.
Dolan, on resuming the stand, said that
later in the day he removed' the
stomachs of the murdered people, and
took for analysis samples of  the milk
furnished the family that morning.
He' described the horrible wounds on
Mr. Borden’s head. There were 10 on

The 14 gashes were made in a space bound-
ed by the median line on the right side
from the crown of the head to the base of
the skull and over the ear to within
an inch or two the right eye. The
wounds were nearly all parallel and seven
or eight went through the skull to the
brain, The four on the left of the median
line did not go through the skull. An-
other wound on the left side was not a
penetrating wound, the scalp having been
only torn off and turned back.

Lizzie gazed in an unconcerned,half inter-
ested way at Dr. Dolan as*he described the
hatchet found in the cellar,which he judged
could have made the wounds on both bodies.
It was found with three axes, all of which
had spots on them, either blood or rust.

The hatchet was a keen blade,and looked
as if it had been groundsrecently. The
blade bad been washed or scraped, still
there were spots on it and some.on the
handle. - He had looked at them through
an ordinary .magnifying glass, but would
not swear that they were blood. He found
two hairs-on the hatchet, a  gray one near
the top of the blade and a brown one caught
in a ragged edge of the handle.

It was 2.50 o’clock when Dr. Dolan was
turned over to the defence for cross-exami-
pation, This was conducted by Melvin O.
Adams of Boston. For three hours and a
quarter Mr. Adams plied the medical ex-
aminer with tantalizing questions, but fails
ed to get him confused.

In auswer to questions the witness said
ne thought the blow behind the left ear of
Mr. Borden.might have been the first de:
livered. - It ‘was sufficient to have caused
death. Ou the Saturday following the
murders the witress said he visited the
heuse and Mr. Jennings gave him a blouse,
a skirt and an underskirt said to have been
worn by Lizzie Bopden at the time the
crimes were committed.

“Did you see any blood on those gar-
ments?”’

«There was a spot on the white under-
skirt about the size of a pinhead—a good-
sized pin. It looked asif the blood had
dripped through another garment. first, as
it did not go through the underskirt.”

«“Was there any blood on the dress?”

«There was a smooch of soms kind at
the pceket. Noj; I could noy swear it was
blood.”

«You also took her shoes and stockings?”

“Yes; they were given to me through Mr.
Jennings.”

¢«Was there any blood on the shoes?”

“Yes; on the sole at the ball of the foot
and on the heel.”

¢*Was it fresh blood?”

«J don’t know; it might have been some
left in the tanning in the leather.”

“When did you find these hairsand blood
spots on the hatchet ? Was it on the day of
the murders ¥’

“No; the hatchet was found that day,but
I saw the hairs a day or two after.”

«“Were they long hairs ?” :

«No, they were short pieces. One was
three-quarters of an inch and the other an
inch and a half. - Both were broken—the
brown one was the longer. Both had
been brokemthack of the fine point, or outer
end.”

By pinning the doctor down and hurling
confusing questions, based on contradictions
in his estimates of distance and: the en-
gineer’s measurements, Mr. Adams had
Mrs. Border’s body, that weighed over 200
pounds, reduced to occupy a space about
ten inches wide.

As the lawyer reached his climax Lizzie
Borden broke into laughter. She had to
bite her lips to keep back the sounds, and
was evidently very much amused.

The public interest in the trial is at
fever pitch, and all the hotels here are
crowded.

bAn Explosion in a Mine Causes Great

L.oss of Life.
Alarm in Loandon.

_Loxpox, Aug. 26.—A fearful mining ac-
cident occurred this morning at the Park
Slip coal pit near Bridge-end, a mining
town in Glamorganshire. The day shift of
miners had not been long in the mine before
amost terrific explosion was heard. The
ground trembled with the force of the ex-

losion, and the people in ‘the vicinity

new immediately that an accident had
ha&pened.
he day shift comprised 150 men, and
their relatives and friends rushed to
it mouth to learn the extent
of the disaster. The explosion had
caused the earth’ and rock to - fall,
and the mouth of the pit was closed.
Not a single man of the 150 in the mine
had made his escape’ and it is feared there
has been great loss of life. Hundreds of
the miners in the vicinity have volunteered
their services for the work of clearing the
pit mouth, and it is being pushed as rapidly
as circumstances will - permit, ; All around
the pit aré gathered women and children,
hoping for the best, yeb expecting the
worst. .

The officials hold out all the hops pos-
sible, but it can easily be seen that they
fail to make the mothers and wives believe
that there is much hope. 1

At 6 o'clock this evening s rescuing
party ascended to the surface bearing with
them two men whom they had found near
the bottom of the pit. Both the men were
badly burned snd unconscious. They had
evidently inhaled fire and will die. Short-

ames from the burning pit ascended and
set, fire to the structures at the pit head.

THE CHOLERA IN ENGLAND

IWQ CASES LANDED AT GRAVES-
END FROM A STEAMER,
* e e

Other Passengers from the Same Ship
Permitted to
Without Undergoing
There Is, Consequently, Considerable
Alarm in the British Capital.

Loxpox, Aug. 26.—Cholers has entered
England. It was brought here by |the
steamer Gemma, which arrived at Graves-
end yesterday from Hamburg. It ‘was
reported the steamer was infected, but the
authorities after examining the passengers
allowed them to land.

A few hours after two aliens wore taken
sick. They were removed to the hospital,
where the doctors pronounced their malady
cholera. They died shortly afterward.

Alarm iu jLondon,

Loxpox, Aug. 26.—The officials of the

Local Government Board, charged to watch
the progress of cholera, arg to-night less
confident of the metropolis escaping & visi-
tation of the disease. The Gravesend cases
are undoubtedly cases of Asiatic cholera.
The medical officers: who inspected the
steamer (Gamma, irom which the cholera-
stricken passengers were landed, permit!
a number of passengers to proceed to Lon-
don under the excuse that they had not
been in contact with that part of the vessel
where the infection showed itself. To as-
suagealarmthe authorities state that precan-
tions weretaken to disinfectthe passengers,
but this m;gmeuc, which has only n
made since the character/of the disease de-
clared itself, is discredited, and with
cholera at Gravesend and infected persons
probably roaming abeut in our midst same
outbreak of the giseue in London is con-
sidered inevitable.

The ‘{nn of London is not' properly
watched. The sanitary committee has ap-
plied for a vast increase of staff, otherwise
it cannot undertake the surveillance of
ships entering the Thames from infected
continental ports. But no Thames cordon
will suffice to shut out the danger of infec-
tion. A stream of arrivals from the con-
tinent’comes via Harwich, Southampton and
other ports by train without inspection.
Railways and ltesmnhir companies, except-
ing the trans-Atlantic lines, show no inten-
tion of suspending their ordinary arrange-
ments. In spite of the setting up of quaran-
tine in foreign ports, traffic wi 1 continue,
making supervision on the Thames almost
valueless. The authorities expect an out-
break and are preparing to meet it. In
the East End where the last epidemic, that
of 1866, killed 16,000 persons in & few
weeks, the water supply has been tested
and found to be of doubtful quality and
changes have been ordered in the filtering
apparatus. The people of South Iypndon
have been warned that their water supply
is a source of danger.

Beruiy, Aug. 26,—The North German
Lloyd Steamship Company has announced
that its vessels will carry no steerage pas-
senferl who come from Russia during the
cholera epidemic.
