Debs To Be Indicted.
Washington, July 5.—Attorney-General 

Olney haa .decided to bring the promising 
career of Eugene V. Debs, the young presi­
dent of the American Railway Union, to a 
close so far as it relates to the present 
strike. He has instructed District At­
torney Milchrist of Chicago to call a 
special meeting of the grand jury to indict 
this labor leader. But Mr. Debe will only 
be one of many. All the other strikers 
who have been prominent in violating the 
laws will be indicted by the grand jury. 
The Attorney-General has reached a point 
where he propoeee to learn if there ie any 
value in the laws of the United States 
in their application to the acte of the 
strikers.

The Attorney-General said: “We have 
been brought to the ragged edge of 
Anarchy, and it is time to see whether the 
law ia sufficiently strong 
condition of affairs. If 
we know it the better that it may be 
changed.”

The prosecution of Debs and the other 
labor leaders will be under the act of July, 
1890, entitled, “An act to protect trade and 
commerce against unlawful restraints and 
monopolies.” It is called the anu-Truet 
Law, and is especially dirented against the 
trusta and was enacted for this purpose.

Debs’ reported statement that the “first 
shot fired by the regular soldier» at the 
mob in Chicago would bo the signal for 
civil war,” ia accepted by the authorities 
here in a light not contemplated by Debs. 
Senator Davis’ ringing words that Doha 
and bis associates “are rapidly approaching 
the overt aet of levying war upon the 
United State»/’ are adopted by both the 
civil and military authorities in Washing­
ton as embodying their view of the situa­
tion.
