Probably tile most curious community 
In Europe to-day is that of the Landais, 
the famous stilt-walkers, who make 
their home In a little corner of Gascony, 
bordering on the Bay of Biscay, and 
have been tucked away there ever since 
that region was known as the English 
Province of Aquitaine.

Time and the encroachment of scienti­
fic Ideas are gradually bloting out their 
individuality, but even now Landes Is 
little traversed, and although its inns 
are bad. and Its railroads nil.

Tlie new fuription combines the at­
tractions of a masquerade with those of 
an elaborate set dinner.
