During th last month innumerable
complaints have been received at the
offices of the commission regarding the
murky color and strong taste of Wind-
sor water. Most householderg believed
that too much chloiimme wus being in-
jected into the pumping plant,

Mr. Kellner's investigation convinced
him that the objectionable qualities of
the water were caused by reclamation
work going on upstream, on the Cana-
aian side of the river. it appears that
a retaining wall has bLeen built some
distance from shore and that material
from the Solvay plenc In Detroit is
being dumped into the river at that
point and pumped over the barrier by
suctlon dredges. The clay, which is
brought over in scows, is strongly im-
pregnated with phenol and alkali, ac-
cording to the findings of Mr. Kellner.
