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Farm Labor.
---The quality and cost, and not the 

quantity of labor, is the great question 
facing the Ontario farmer td-day. The 
exodus of native sons to the Canadian 
West and to New Ontario has drained 
the older parts of the provinces of a 
large number of skilled agricultural 
workmen, and while the tide of immi 
gration has brought in many to take 
their place, few of the newcomers 
prove to be up to the maik from a 
Canadian standpoint, says the Farm­
ers’ Advocate. However, some of 
them are reported to be “making 
good,” and a more hopeful tone regard 
ing the promise of raw labor is obser­
ved in the remarks of correspondents. 
Kates of wages continue high, in fact, 
many report that farmers cannot pay 
such wages and succeed. Enlarged 
implements and the use,of more horses 
in the field work help some out of the 
difficulty. Domestic servants, are, if 
possible, harder to secure than ever 
before.

The Crop Outlook-

The month of .1 une lias been a bene­
ficent one for the crops. The general 
rains since the first of the month have 
worked wonders on the grass and a 
much heavier crop than was first antici­
pated at .me time is now assured. On 
the low-lying lands there , are com 
plaints made of an over abundance of 
moisture but no absolute damage is 
yet reported. With the extreme heat 
of the summer season yet to be ex­
perienced any surplus moisture will be 
readily dissipated, and a few days of dry 

^weather will clear away all evidence 
of too much saturation. There are a 
few complaints through the province 
of the growing oats showing a weak­
ness in the stalk, but the instances are 
isolated and not of grave import­
ance. The pea crop is promis­
ing better this year than usual, the 
late spring having had a great in­
fluence on the growth. On the whole, 
satisfaction is felt thus far in the sea­
son, and at least an average all-round 
crop can only be marred by untoward 
conditions from now on.—Toronto 
World.
