Meanwhile they were making expedi-
tions to explore the country in diffurent di-
rections. The number ot dogs bad been
sadly reduced Ly sickness and death, but
those left wero carefnlly lovked after and
by breeding, Lieut. Greely was able, in
the spring of 1882, to put two good teame
in the ficld. In nearly all of bis explora-
tions, asever in Arctic expeditions, the
dogs were found most usefal and almost
indizpensible nccessorics,

The exploring trips were always attend.
ed with peril, often_with great suffering
The men at one .time, under Sergeant
Brainard, experienced the lowest correct-
ed mean temperataré ever known in the
annals ofjArctic travel—viz,, minys Rixty-
ope degrees. On another trip by Dr. Pavy,
Mr. Rice, with the Esquiman Jens Ed-
wanisyand a team of dews,  to diseover
Iand to the north of Cape’ Joreph Hénry,
Rice and.Jens travelled fifty miles'on foot
in a temperaturd of—40 2, without slecp-
ing bag or tent, and later the party were
adrift on an ice pack'and driven miles from
land, escaping as by a miracle. over the
grinding, crumbling ice.
po - A paimy Lient. Lockwood with Brainard
and Frederick Chrisfensen with a' dog
team, set out to ¢xplore the nortliern shore
of Greculaud, crossed the Polar Ocean
direct to Cape Brittannia, thence through
regions never before trodden by man, to
a point they named Lockwoud lsland, the
highest northern latitude ever yet attain-
ed, 83 deg, 23.5 min, in longitude 40 deg
45 min. west—and would bLave gone yet
further, but that the long shadows of Arc-
tic clifis prevented a determining of the
latitude, o their instruments failed them
before their conrdfge. They found animal
life abundant with scant vegitation simi-
lar to that met with in Grionell Land.
Traces of hares, lemmings, ptarmigan and
snow bunting, and the tracks of a bear
wero sven, aud droppings of the musk ox
ax far as twenty miles north of Cape Bri-
tannia,  Looking to the northeastward
from an elevation of about two thousand
feet, the land was scen for about fifteen
miles the furtherest point Cape Robert Lin-
coln, being in about in latitude 83 deg.
35 min. and longitude 28 deg. west, Al.
though the weather was unusually clear,
no other land could Le scen, the horizon
being examined carefally to the northward
and northwestward. On the 15th they start.
ed south, picking up en route the anion
jack and sextant left by Licut, Beaumont,
of the Nares expedition, during his «x
trsordinary retreat with a scurvy-stricken
party, in 1875, and returned to Fort Coo-
ger, where they arrizad on June 1, after
an absence of fifty-nine days, all in good
condition except that two were snow blind
and bad to be Jed into camp.

During the scazon of 1882 Lieut. Gree-
1y made two journeys into the interior of
Grinnell Land, leaving Fort Conzer on
April 23and June 24 respectively, Winter
qnarters of Esquimaux were found and
sowe relics showing that they had possess-
«d dogs, sledges and iron. Two ranges of

Mount Arthur, of glaciers jthere were
many, the Iargest of which was called
Henrietta Nesmith Glacier. Great hard-
ships were endured on the secoud of these
journeys, when Greely and Linn, leaving
the supporting party, travelled with packs,
which weighed on starting about eighty
pounds, fording and swimming many
streams and being otherwise subjected to
much exposure, without, however, any
eventual ill resulting therefrom,

At 2 o'clock on the afternoon of Aug. 9,
1883, the parfy of twenty-five bid farewell
to the place which bad been to them for
tho ycars not only & home but a home
fraught. with so maoy pleasant recellec-
tions that they still speak of it as the para-
dise of the Arctic. Tbe steam launch
towed the other three boats, Three tons
of coal and a quantity of provisions had
been stowed at Cape Buivd, and that was
therefore, the fiest-objective poiut. . Arriv-
ing on the morning ot the 10th, they took
on the provisions and*left' at micday with

fty duys' supplies. Passing uround/Cape
Leiber they entered a. moving  pack from
he northward, and were compelled to’ run
in to Cape Crocrofit and tié‘vp to the land
ice. Here they took up forty- izhtpounds
of corued, beef, left by Licut. Greely  the
previous year and, the tide having drifted
the dce: off +hore, they ran on.to Cape Buck
and Carl Ritler Bay, finding comparatively
open water,

The provisions left here by the. Proteus
in 1881,.200 rations, and those cached at
Cape Cullinson by Nares in 1475, 240 ra-
tion®, were taken on board The small
stores in the Nares cache, such as tea, to-
bacco and sugar, were bad,
barrel of bread, About midway
Capes Leopold, Bon Bouche aud ‘Lawrence
they were frozen in for five  days,
they forced their way out, and atter various
detentions from the boats getting ashore,
and several seyere pips, which the launch
stood well, the other boats being hailed
up, they finally reached Cape Hawkes on
Aug.26. They Janded and leit a record
on. the summit of Washington Irving
Island and took on the small guantity = of
potatoes, pickles aud bread found in  the
English cache, except about three or four
hundred pounds of the latter, which were
too mouldy for use. At4 p. m. the same
day they started for Cape Sabine, having
clear water until 10 p. m , when the wind
off shore drove the pack out and cowmpel-
led them to make fast during the night.
Young ice several inches thick formed off
the mouth of Allman Bay, so that they
were unable to‘extricate the launch, but
drifted sluwly to the southward with the
pack. The tide occasionally would open a
tane and they worked through it a short
distance only to be brought up again. For
the scasob of the ycar the temperature was
unprecedently low, being generally below
z-ro, and the party suffered much with
cld, Inorderthat they might not be
missed by the expected relief vessel a tri-
pod was erected on the ice and a flag
hoisted at an elevation of thirty feet to
attract attention. They were finally
driven to within six miles of Cape Albert,

Here Lieut. Grevly determined to aban-
don the steam launch and Valarous, two
small sleds being made from the inside of
the launch, With these and the twelve-
man Eoglish sled,wnich bad been recovered
from Thank God Harbor, where it was left
by Beaumont, and had been brought along
to meet such an emergency, the party set
out across the ice fur the nearest point of
land above Cape Sabin, some eleven miles
distant. It was a weary journey, the ice
was rough and bummocky, and two
journeys were required with the small
sleds for the provisions and two with the
larger ones to transport the boats. Even
then they accomplished only "about one
mile daily. Officers and men worked alike
at the drage, On Sept. 13, finding that
the large sled was weakeniog, the whale-
bodt was abaudoned and only the Beau-
mont remained. Twice driven lack into
