THE JUBILEE.

( Continued. )

If for no other reason my trip to England
this year has been to me invaluable in the
proofs that I have seen displayed that Eng-
land’s methods ave the correct ones for the
higher civilization, where several problems
will have their only and proper solution all
along the way. Along these lines I have
been so forcibly impressed by the grand ex-
hibitions of good behavior on the part of the
London maltitudes on these Jubilee days,
that I have been carried away into asking
the cause and the why. Evidently the es-
sence, the prime factor, is not the mere re-
spect for conventional forms of behavior,
and it is not a shallow polish. Giving the
matter a wide range of thought, as it is pre
sented to me in the history of the social and
constitutional evolutions of the country, in
its institutions, in its laws, in its shrines, in
its provisions for public comfort, in its beau-
ties of art as displayed in rural as urban
England, and especially of the strides in all
these particulars which have been made in the
Victorian era, I am brought to the conclusion
that, though John Bull has the name of being
Erosy and material, he has really the biggest

eart on earth., Those elements of ag:mp&thy,
sentiment, and magnanimity which are the
primefconstituents of law, order, and ideals
which make for the highest civilization, re-
finements, and delicious forms of private as
well as public life, exemplifying the beau-
ties of truth in. practical activity, England is
the main artery. I trust the reader will
pardon this digression.

It was quite a time after the people had
become mostly seated, that the first of the

rocession appeared. This little time was
filled in with happy episodes which kept the
crowd in good spirits. Now and again there
was a squad of troopers passing to get to
their allotted positionse. Then an officer gal-
loped past. The very varied nationslities,
appearances, and movements of these passers
by, were the subject of many lively com-
ments. The men who passed, were in the
main, well mounted, and made a fine ap-
pearance. Sometimes there were amusing
digressions from the rule, such as is seen in
one of John Gilpin style going by. Then a
shout of laughter runs along the line.

However these street scenes were not all
to be credited to military element. There
went by a young Welsh woman with a baby
—a queer place, surely, for a baby. I knew
she was Welsh by the way her shawl was
fastened to support her precious burden.
Directly another woman passed with & baby
“in arms.” Then a company of distin-
guished foreigners rode past. 1n all twenty-
five Kuropean countries were represented
here; thirteen American, and eight Asiatic
and African. Of these, Munir Pasha, from
Turkey and H. E. Chang Yew Hun, from
China were of epecial note. The represen-
tative from China was a very sombre looking
individual. Indeed nearly all of the repre-
sentatives of the East wore grave faces—
good subjects for study. i

The police that day, as I found them to
do all through this Jubilee season, gave all
phases of society every opportunity possible
to enjoy themselves. Until well up to the
time of the first start of the processional
movements, which consisted of the march of
the colonial procession to positions at St.
Pauls, two hours previous to that of the
Royal Procession, the street was left to all
kinds of sight seeing turnouts. A coal car-
rier's van loaded with his family gave mer-
riment to the waiting crowd, and then a
green grocer and his wife, in their business
van with their happy and interested faces
jog past. And the crowd cheered every-
thing in a happy sort of way; the drivers of
the carts; the officers who rode up and down
the lines; and they cheered the police in
their efforts to do their duty. At one stage
of the march a half of about twenty minutes
was called. The troopers were ordered to
stand at ease, and of course they dismounted.
The little interval was made enjoyable to
the spectators. These men near our stand,
it is reported, started from their quarters at
3 o’clock in the morning. Some pitying in-
dividual lowered a bottle from a window
near our stand, to be handed to the thirsty
troopers. Several followed until an officer
appeared and stopped the fun, These pro-
ceedings were lustily cheered.

The Colonial Procession passed our stand
about nine o'clock. This was in command
of Lord Roberts in Field Marshall’s uniform.
This officer is very popular, both with the
soldiers and citizens. The Colonial Premiers,
who drove in order with the troops of their
respective colonies, met with an enthusiastic
reception. Sir Wilfrid Laurier was the sub-
ject of many a cheer. His polite bows pro-
duced, we are told, a repetition of cheers all
along the line. The procession halted just
as Sir Wilfrid came up to our stand, so
that my friends got a good look at him.
The spectators evinced great pride and sat-
isfaction with the stalwart colonial troops
in their serviceable and picturesqueuniforms.

At the head of the Royal Procession rode
Capt. Ames, of the 2nd Life Guards, the
tallest man in the British Army, of powerful
build. Following were two magnificently
clad bodies of aids de-camp to the Queen
and the Commander-in-Chief respectively.

The Fall in Silver.

New York, Aug. 20.—A despatch from
Valparaiso says: The persistent fall in the
price of bar silver has causgd a panic among
the producers in Chili. Many of the princi-
pal mines of the Republic wil be closed soon,
and if the price continues to fall ruin will be
the only result. ;

New York, Aug. 20.—A despatch to the
Herald from the city of Mexico, says: *‘ Ex-
change on New York has reached 145 prem-
jum. In other words, it takes $2 45 Mexi-
can money to buy an American silver dollar
containing less silver than the Mexican.
This enormous depreciation of the Mexican
dollar is ruining merchants. They are can-
celling all orders for imports, and many will
close their stores, as they cannot sell the
stocks on hand at a rate high enough to re-
plenish them. They believe that the price
is unnaturally depressed, and is due to a
couspiracy abroad. Meanwhile, home man-
ufactures are booming, as the depreciation
in silver makes a high tariff wall. Cofiee,
sugar, tobacco and sisal hemp planters are
prosperous, as they sell abroad for gold and
pay their laborers in silver. Strange tosay,
the Mexican dollar buys as much goods as
ever it did, except of the imported variety.
The government is hard hit, as it bas to pay
the interest on the foreign debt in gold.

Capitalists are flocking into the counfry
to take advantage of the high premium and
invest their gold. The belief here is that
labor ‘paid in silver will eventually win
against labor paid in gold. Bankers here
say a handful of men in London are manipu-
lating the money of the world, which means
tha(d!hey are controlling the prices of the
world.

Good rains havefallen everywhere through-
out India, except in the districts of Bombay
and Decon, and the crops promise to be ex-
ceptionally large. The numbers on the re-
lief list are steadily diminishing, and evi-
dences of famine are rapidly disappearing.

The
envoy from the Emperor of China was also
dressed in purple, carried a fan in his hand,
and was looking very grave and calculating.
The carriage containing officers and ladies
belonging to the Queen’s household was fol-
lowed by those containing the young Prin-
cesses, bowing in the most lively and amus-
ing manner. I fancy the automatic arrange-
ments, for the assistance of the party in
making their numberless acknowledgements
to the spectators along the route was set to
less nimble subjects than these young Prin-
cesses, for they far outdid the older ones in
gtacions manners.

There
was character and life in that look which she
cast upon the people, which no picture has
yet shown. From what I heard from other
points, the Queen was much touched by the
thunders of cheers, the tumult of shouting
and the jubilant voices which received her
at every turn along the route, It is said
that she was moved to tears at one stage,
where the preparations and decorations had
been very elaborate and royal.
