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—The rate at which the price of coal has
been advanced in this province within afew
years affords cause for serions thought as to
what extreme the coal companies may yet
80 to enrich themselves. They are apparent-
ly free to regulate prices to their own ad-
vaatage, the demand being €o great that
competition, at this stage of the industry
does not operate as a controlling faotor.
Competition is a small factor in any case in
the local coal industry, where the great bulk
of business i transaoted by one big syndi-
cate. Surely it is not right that the local

" consumer should be kept entirely at the
. meroy. of coal barons. The local government
should look to the better regalation of the
price of coal, in the interest of the people.
" The New Zealand government is proposing
~.& measure to circumvent the very evil that
the people of this province are complaining
of, and the attention of our legislators is
called to the remedy proposed. ; It may
" gavor of socialism, but it can hardly fail to
be efficacious. Under government opera-
tion the coal might be raised quite as cheap-
ly as by any private cotporation, and the
product of the mines, marketed at a reason-
able profit, would give the masses a cheap
. fuel and insure them the influence of a com-
. petition, that would regulate private mining
" profits. In our own province if similar
* methods were adopted, the price of coal
would be cut in half for the local consumer,
and the syndicates be left at liberty to en-
joy the foreign markets, whose demand is
the only excuse they have for the hundred
percent advance they have made in the
prices of the product of their mines.

B e

—The new fire building is a credit to the
town, and there are very few rate-payers
who will not endorse the action of the Town
Council in thus providing better accommoda-
tion for the fire fighting apparatus. But
now that the apparatus is properly housed,
another matter of quite as much importance
must be faced. A good fire alarm system is
needed to perfect the pro_;éction service. At
present the church bells have to be relied
on, and they furnish a most inadequate
alarm. The town has been very fortunate
in its escape from fires, but the time will
come when every fireman will be needed at
his post, and that is where he should be, no
matter how small the blaze. But under the
present system of alarm firemen are often
uncertain whether the tolling of the bell is a
sammons to daty or to church. An efficient
fire protection service may pay in a few
minates any cost that has been incurred in
its equipment, and we have no means of
telling just when it will be most required.
The best way is always to be ready for an
emergency. There’'s a tower in the nmew
engine_house for a bell, and a bell should be
there ; and, in addition, it might be wise to

he fi»smen the benefit of a still alarm,
which would enable them to be first on the
spot for the direction of work. An electric
alarm for the house of each fireman would
not cost a great deal, but it would add much
10 the efficiency of the service. If the Town
Council cannot see its way clear to the in
stitution of such an alarm, it should at least
furnish a good loud toned bell for a general
warning. If a fire were to get a good start
in the business centre of our town, the con-
sequences would be most disastrous, and since
it is the early work in fire fighting that is
modt effective, the call to firemen should be

* no uncertain sound.
R

—The spray pump will play a more im-
portant part in Annapolis county orchard
ing this spring than ever before. Last year
only a few orchards were treated to the
paris green solutions for the destruction of
the little pests that create such havoc with
the fruit crop, but this year scores of our
best orchards will be treated, and the work
will surely produce results that will encour-
age a closer study and practice of scientific
orcharding. Much can be done in the culti-
vation of an orchard and the care of the
“trees to ersure a regular crop of clean, sal-
able fruit. Well directed effort will be re-
warded by better apples and more of them,
and the markets will give a cash return from

shich the-profiie cf-wiantific lapor may be
. readily estimated. No better orchard land
lies in the pruvince’: than is embraced in the
strong soils of the western valley, and or-
chards only need a business-like attention to
be the most paying adjunct of the farm.
. They represent now the principal source of
the farmers cash income, but their earn-
: ing powers are crippled by a lack of care,
that leaves them at the mercy of the weath-
: er and an army of insect peste. Many of
our orchardists are now lining up for or-
chard improvement, and we hope to see the
advance speedily become general, as this
county cannot afford to be behind its eastern
neighbor in the quantity or the quality of
the fruit it offers for competition in a com-
mon market.
