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engine and the Linotype, folder and 
jobbers by a Baxter water motor of 
many years service.

The building in which this plant is 
housed, built years ago especially tor 
that purpose, needed some repairs 
and a coat of paint badly. So the first 
thing our friend printer does id to 
visit Karl Freeman's hardware store 
and order sufficient paint to cover the 
front, and calcimine for the interior 
walls, and then proceeded to get busy 
putting it on.

iSoon the old MONITOR office be­
gan to take on a much improved and 
prosperous appearance, job work be­
gan to flow in in steady streams, and, 
under the guiding hand of our friend 
tramp printer, just as steadily flow 
out a finished product. Under the 
same guiding genius the newspaper 
forms took on a neater and better ap­
pearance, the advertising columns be­
gan to fill up until today they are 
seriously encroaching upon the read­
ing matter, which will make it neces­
sary in the near future to increase 
the number of pages. The job press­
es have been moved into a good light 
place, the type cases, racks and 
stones rearranged and the whole place 
cleaned up generally and everything 
working smoothly in the production 
of up-to-date job printing, and the 
Issuance of a newspaper that is a ! 
credit to Bridgetown.

And now comes the most interesting 
part of the story.

NOW began falling early in the
