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is delivered ‘n all the Churches on Quinguagesima Sunday,
and the sum of between ten and eleven shillings was col-
lected. e founded his appeal upon Heb. xur 13-106, and
took occasiun to enlurge upuu the vbjectsiow in view within
the Mission. Lle then went to dine, with his cumpauion in
Jabour, at the house uf' a respectable settler near the Church,
of the name of Wiltun, to whouse huspitality he had beea in-
debted, upon difitrent occasions, belore.  1lis alternoon ap-
pointment was at a small private house, three or four miles
distant, belonging to o family of the name of Ord, near the
mills of Mr. Lluyd of Quebeg, upon a brunch of the Becun-
cour river, aud svath of the Gostord rund,  ‘The house con-
sisted of three rouns: two were vecupied by a congregation
of perhaps thirty persvus ; and the Bishop and Mr. Wickes
stood to ufliciate 1 the dovr-way of the thied, which coru-
manded the little auditory.  His Lurdship preached (rom a
text in the first lesson, Gen, Xt 7-8—ind urged upon the
people, according to their ubility, the duty of iaking sacri-
fices and exertions fur their rebigion. It was in thus neighe
borhoud thut the muve was first made within the Mission,
(which s thirty-five mules iu lengtly,) towards obtaining, of
possible, a second missionary. Mr. Wickes went off’ after
service to baptize a sick child, at the distance of ubout three
miles. The Bishup passud on at once, to the house of Mrs.
Fraser at St. Giles, 2 widow living upon her vwn property,
who receives travellers. This place is twelve nules fron
Lloyd’s mills; and here lus Lordship was joined by Mr.
Wickes, a little after ten, P, M. Mrs. Fraser and her fumly
are attached and intelligent members of the Church of Eng-
land and two of her young people were confirmed by the
Bishop, in one of his circts.

On the day following the Bishop and Mr. Wickes both
came over frumn St Giles to Quebee, (thirty miles) the latter
gentleman having many matters to arrange for the Churches
in his Mission and purchases to make in order to their bemg
fitted up, although in a very muderate way, with a little
more éxterior deceney and their exhibiting, m this poiat, 2
correspondence to that improvement wluch, as it is humbly
hoped, is proceeding in the spiritual fabric.

The Bishop, upon this circwt, has seen with great thank-
fulness of heart the work ol the Church, m the face of wany
marked circumstances of difliculty and depression, as con-
ducted by the Missionaries of the Society for the Propagation
of the Gospel, who, as a budy, are fiithfully exccutmg the
precise task described in that ttle ;and certainly it is an -
portant part of that task to lay, broad and deep, within the
limits of their labour, the foundations of the Church of Eng-
land in the land.

The nunber of Conflirmations which has been, thus far,
held in 18527,iz  rteen: the kirgest number of persons con-
firmed in any onc place was in the Cathedral of Quebee,
where it amounted to two hundred and twenty-four ;—the
smallest, was in the little school-house at Ham, in which, as
has been above mentioned, three persons were admitted to
the rite.  The number of services in which the Bishop offi-
cially took his part, during his absence from Quebee, from
the 19th Jan. to the 23rd Ieh., was twenty-nine.

Occasion having been taken, in this journal, to acknow-
ledze many hospitalities received, in 2 manner at every step
of the way, it may be proper, though at the close of all, to
mention, what occurred at the deginning and betore the
Bishop had properly entered upon that course of public duties
which form the matter of the journal,—the kind attentions
of Mr. and Mrs. Gale at the highly respecfable and useful
school kept by Mr. G. at St. Augustin.  His Lordship slept
the first night, at Pointe aux Trembles, and on his way to

who alao todk the trouble to conduet him to the house of an
aged protestaut in the same Putishy whow the Bishop de-
sited 1o visit aud for whose spiritual welfure Mr. Gule him-
self is mucli concerned.

Visit oF Tz Bisgor or Queskc To THE DMissions of
Wust axv East Framerox,
The Bishep of Quebee having been under a promise to pay a
visit during the present winter, to the poor settlers of Cranbourne,
who have for some time bren engag in putting up a diminutive

Churchy crossed aver on the morning of Saturday 20th March, to
Painte Levi and proceeded that day to West Frampton, istant
from the city about thirty-five miles, upon which place, in the
m’ssionary arrangements of the Diocese, the township of Cran
bourne is a dependeney.  His Lordship arrived, towards evening,
at the Parsorage.house of West Frampton, where he became the
guest of the Rev. Mr. Van Linge and his lady.

Ou Sunday the 21st., the Bishop and Mr, Van Linge proceeded
very carly to Cranhourne, the appointment atthe Church of which
place, cighteen miles distant fromn that of West T'rampton, had
been fixed ata quarter before ten, A, M., in order to give time
for returning to the afternoon service at the latter. Mr. Van
Linge’s horse not apppearing to have sufficient speed and strength
lur accomplishing this oliject, they were obligingly accommodated
with the use of a more active animal in his place, by Mr. T,
Hodg-on, proprictor of a mill in West Frampton, whose household
they roused up in the early prime, to make the exchange. The
congregation was in good part assembled and crowded round the
stove in the littte Church, when they arrived.  The building was
very cold, being just so fur finished as to make it possible to use it
for public worsh'p, and the spaces between the timbers were not
caulked,  The fittings up were, of course, of the roughest tempo-
racy kind,  Fulty-two persons formed the congregation—no famiiy
of the Church of England in the township being unrepresented.
One woman having undettakien to lead, a few timid and half-sup.
pressed voices juined in the 149th Psalin, after the prayers. The
Bishop preached from P=alia xx111, and took occasion to exhort the
people, according to their ability, o push on the completion of
their Churche  ‘They have been auded by a grant from the Society
for Promoting Christian Kuowledge and by some contributions
chiefly raised in Quebee.  The site, with an endowment of fifty
acres, was given by Mr. Poole, in charge of the Commissariat
hakery in that ¢ity.  Some applications were made for bibles and
praver-books, of which a note was duly taken.

Immediately afier service his Lordship and Mr. Van Linge re-
turned to West Frampton and shortly after their arrival, went to
the Church, a small stone building, respectably fitted up in the in-
terior,  There was 2 congregation of about seventy persons.  The
evening hymn and a psalin were sung uaring the service, and the
Bishep preached from Gen. xLv,, 7y-~the text being taken from
the first lesson,

TFrampton is a backward place, with wretchedly bad reads in
summer—but Cranhourne, peopled by commuted pensioners from
the army, is par excellence, a poor and dack-woods scitlement,
‘There is one portion of the road to it, known by the name of the
Burnt Woods : here there is alow secondary growth, with open.
ings promiscuously among the trees,—that through which the road
is carried, heing only distingnished, in winter, by the track itself
upon the snow. Asa specimen of Canadian missionary adven-
ture, it may be mentioned that Mr. Van Linge, having been sent
for, to visita sic person in Cranbourne, during a great snow-
storm, proceeded on foot, on account of the difficulty of getting a
horse through the accumulations of snow in particular spots, It
was dusk when he reached the Burnt IPoods, alone and some
miles (rom any house; and the track was so abliterated by the
drifi, that he could not then distinguish it at all. He only got
safely threugh, by instantly stopping when he found, (from sinking
into sofi snow,) that he was off the track, and by groping carefully
with his feet, upon hurd bottom,

On Monday 22nd., Mr, Van Linge drove the Bishop round to visit

some of the principal families belonging to the Church, within-the
