—Red-Indian place-names in Ontarioar
to be overhauld. Mr David Boyle, provincial
museum, Toronto, asks the public to asist by giv-
ing information to form a list of Indian names
by which topografie features hav been or ar
known. Some obsolete names ar on record but
ar scalerd over a wide field of liter~tnre: others
hav never apeard in print. Giv (1) nresnt name
of river, bav, lake, cape, ilfand or hil; (2) Indian
name, and its meaning; (3) If the presnt name is
Indian, what it means; (4) the old form, if presnt
one is corupt. We wish that evry self-governing
state in both Americas wud do so. A puzling
clas of words cud then hav their speling setld.

—Investications in fonograf fenomena
hav been made by Prof. McKendrick of Glacgow,
Fonograf tracings ar much amplified by machine
methods which giv a récord on a strin of paper.
Prof. McK. has devised a way wh~rby intensity
or loudnes of tone from a fonograf mav be avng-
mented. Some of his resnltsapear in the Scien-
tific American suplement for 18th July last.

—ZLa Lumo (The Light) is the ounly or-
gan of the new international langua~e. Esperan-
to, in the Enclish-speaking world. Itis publisht
monthly at 79 St Christopher st., Montreal, Can-
ada, at 50 cents a year to Britan. U. 8. and Cana-
da; 3 francs to other cuntries. (Foren stamps ar
taken). Itcontains 16 pages 4to. Its editer. Mr
A. Saint-Martin, declines to discuss the posihility
of an international tung becaus its posibility is
not theoretic but practicaly demonstrated evrv
day by uzers. In his family, wife, husband and
children speak nothing else among themselvs.

—Another Esperantist jurnal apeard in
London since the above was in type. It is edited
by H. B. Mudie, 41 Outer Temple.

—The author of Volapiik made the mis-
take of emploving sounds not cosmopolitan, an
objection hardly tru of Esperanto, as German
ch (as inich, ach) is the only sound unherd in
non-dialectic Engiish.

—The alfabet of Esperanto is interest-
ing as giving what ar esteemd cosmopolitan val-
ues to the Roman leters (except that ¢ for ts is
not Roman nor even Italian): a, e, i, o, u. ar
sounded as in the strest vowels in father, make,
marine, note, bull; ¢ is as ts in wits, g as in gun.
jas vin voke; b.d,f.h, k, 1, m.n, p, r,8,t. v,z as
in Engiish; but circumflext c, g, h, j, s, respectiv-
ly as ch in church, g in gem, ch in (German)
ach, sin pleasure, sh in show. Omision of capi-
tals in Esperanto is advocated now.

—The basis we proceed on (consonants
as in English, vowels as in. Italian or German)

does not corespond thruout with the use of con-
sonants in Esperanto. We acord with the gec-

grafic societies, fijlologic cocieties and the word-
forms in romanized Jaj anese.

—-We hav promist to insert nothing for
or against Esperanto unless we ar positiv the ri-
ter knows what he is talking about. Mr Saint-
Martin wishes this breaus convine d that many
a good eans is hopeleslv injured by dablers who
i imvrresicns altogether rong. Wer the same
rule aplied in amendnent of sreling, it wud be
beter. Hitherto, easy ghod nature l:as rermited
nublication of schemes utterly wild and imprac-
ticabl. acainst which both eomon sense and in-
craind yrejudice retel. Toard a <olution of the
nroblems 0f New Speling such schemes oft con-
tribute les than nothing.

—A flamine-red poster recently informd
good veonl at Hetton. Fing., that Rev.T.G. Selhy
wrrd lecture cn “The Religion ov Posterity”in
the Wesleyan church there as wel as preach, and
that t'er wud bhe a “silver colecshon (at each
servis and meetine) on behaaf ov renovashon
fund.” Penpl there cannot plead ignorance as
to either precepts or practis of beter speling.

—Two questions on the above: (1) Shud
t not be retaind in ‘cojecshon’ as wel asin ‘Crist-
mas’? (2) Shud ‘behaat’ hav dubld ‘a’ or not? In
that district Ttalian a (a) is nzed, tho not found
in normal speech, either British or American.

Waldhambach acAIN (SEE P. 113).

(Transl.) Before 1541, W.wascalld Hag-
enbach ; til 1891, Hambackh. Wherfore, in
the vilage dinlect, the first » islong, even
tocdayv—Hambax (strangers shorten itthru
igrorance). ‘Wald-am-bach’ is out of* the
question. ASthe place-name Hambach
ocurs very often (some six times in the
empire, not counting Hagenbachs—four
ours from here, near Sargemiind isanoth-
er), ther was no end of confusion, til the
old distinctiv name was restored, at my in-
stance. In the Pfalts, near Annweiler, is
another Waldhambach., Ham=Hagen=
Hain (Hainbache also is found) ocurs too
in hambuche, hagenbuch, hainbuche [horn-
beam, yoke-elm].
