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Attached for circulation in posts or aivisions and
for retention on reference shelves is a research report
prepared for the Department on "™Resources for the Study of
International Relations in Canadian Universities." The
subject matter will obviously be of very definite irterest
to members of the Department as background to their own worke.-
It should help in answering enquiries outside Canada, identi-
fying individuals and facilitating contacts and exchanges
with the academic community. Copies have also been sent to
many interested individuals in the Universities and to the
Canadian Institute of International Affairs which arranged to
have the report prepared. The author of the report, Mr. A.R.
Kilgour, was at one time a member of the Department and sub-
sequently worked for a period of several years as Assistant
Registrar at the University of Toronto. '

A limited number of copies has been held in reserve,
If posts consider that there would be a definite advantage to
them in their work to send a copy to a local association, we
would try to make one available. We could not, however, meet
many requests of this nature,

The report was written in English. Since a large
part of it was in the form of an inventory of resources and
since the report was long, it was not considered practical to
translate it as a whole. Part IV, which has general comments
of a reflective nature on the study of international relations
in Canada, was, however, translated into French and a copy of

that translation is attached. \
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
