I have the honour to propose to your Excellency on instructions froi
Government, that an Agreement be concluded between our two Goverm
to permit amateur radio stations of Canada and Mexico to exchange mes
or other communications from or to third parties under the following condi,

Amateur stations of Canada and Mexico may exchange messages or
communications from or to third parties, provided

(a) the amateur stations exchanging such third party communicatior
not paid any direct or indirect compensation therefor;

(b) such communications shall be limited to conversations or messai
a technical or personal nature, for which by reason of their unir
ance, recourse to the public telecommunications service is not jus

(c) when, due to the occurrence of any disaster, such public service
not available for the prompt transmission of communications di
related to the safeguard of lives and properties, such communiei
may be transmitted through amateur radio stations of the resp
countries.
