"There is a woman standing behind everyafian. But
I think that, to some extent, this was an accident. I can
talk about two stages in this undertaking. Physically, the
organization of the expedition literally exhausted me. But
then I saw how people are capable of cooperating, and this
is a process in which both men and women should take part.
We spent three years preparing this expedition. If there
had not been unity among the different people, this event
could not have taken place.

The greatest contributions to the success of the
expedition came from the USA, the Soviet Union and France."

Q. "Do you regret your investments?" we ask J. Gore,
honorary president of the firm 'Gortex'."

A. "For all of our associates this was a most
extraordinary expedition. We are so delighted that we
could do what we did. It was simply magnificent," smiles
our guest.
