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(e) To approve the budget by a majority of two thirds of the Member
,Governmexnts represented at the Conference;

(f) To adopt, by a two thirds majority of the Member Governments,
amendments to the General Regulations and Financial Regulations;

(g) To adopt, by the majority prescribed in the preceding paragraph, any
otixer particular regulations that may prove to b. ixecessary, notab],y
on the status of the clireetors and staff of the Bureau.

ARTICLE VI

1. The Conference shail be composed of representatives of the Member
Governments. It shall meet in ordinary session every five year&. Ant extra-
ordinary session of the Conference may be held at the request of a Member
Government or of the Bureau, subject te approval by the majority of the
Member Governments.

2. The CoaMerec shaUl b. eonvene& by the Bureau on at least six inonths
notice. A provisional agenda shail be submitted with the notice.

3. The Conference shall eleet its President and Vice-President.

4. Each Member Government shail have one vote. However for the votin%
on the questions referred to in Article V (b), each Member G&overnment shall
havé a mimbèr of votes determined by a seale established hin relation to the

tongeo its *lets.

5. Cpnfrrenwe decisiens shahl be talken by a simpl1e majority of the Member
Gover#iments l'epresented at the <Cenferernce, except where this Convention
provides otherwise. When voting for or against is evenly divided, the >President
of the Conference shall be empowered te make a decision. lI the case of
resolutions Vo be inserted in the Rprory of Teôhnical Rasolutions, the
majority shall in any event include the affirmative votes of not less than one
third of the Member Governments.

6. Between sesos of the Conferençe the Bureau miay< Qsut the Member
Govenments by correspondence on questions concerning the technical4funollbi?
ing of the Organisation. The voting procedu2re shall conform to that provided
for in paragraph 5 of this Article,VU th a ity being calculated ini this case
on the basis of the total membership of the Organisation.
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
