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Most non-woven fabrics classified as articulos técnicos de materia textil ate produced
in Mexico. Some of these may or may not be classified as “engineered” textiles in
Canadian terms. Levels of supply and quality are sufficient to meet national
demand and export.

SOME OF THE COMPANIES THAT DOMINATE THE NON-WOVEN TEXTILE
MARKET ARE:

CYDSA-Bonlam (The Polymer Group) ~ Manufactures medical clothing, diaper linings, agricultural
coverings, mattress coverings efc. Not all of these products
qudlify as articulos técnicos.

The leading competitor in the diaper linings business is a Canadian firm, Veratex.
Prior to the devaluation of the peso a Mexican company, Bon/am, claims to have
been gaining market share from them. With the devalued peso, Bonlam expects to
be much more competitive. :
