THE HOUSE OF COMMONS OF CANADA.
BILL .

An Act for granting to His Majesty aid for National
Defence and Security.

HEREAS Canada is at war with the German Reich,
Italy, Roumania, Hungary, Finland and Japan; and
whereas it is necessary that measures be taken for the
common defence and security and to this end it is expe-
dient that aid as hereinafter provided be rendered to His 5
Majesty: Therefore His Majesty, by and with the advice
and consent of the Senate and House of Commons of
Canada, enacts as follows:—

1. This Act may be cited as The Supplementary 1942
War Appropriation Act. 10

2. From and out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund
there may be paid and applied, beyond the ordinary grants
of Parliament and the amounts granted by The War Appro-
priation Act, No. 1, 1942, and The War Appropriation Act,
No. 2, 1942, a sum not exceeding Eight Hundred and Fifty- 15
eight Million Dollars ($858,000,000) subject to allotment by
Treasury Board, towards defraying any expenses or making
any advances or loans that may be incurred or granted by
or under the authority of the Governor in Council during
the year ending the thirty-first day of March, 1943, for:— 20

(a) the security, defence, peace, order and welfare of
Canada;

(b) the conduct of naval, military and air operations in
or beyond Canada;

(c) promoting the continuance of trade, industry and 25
business communications, whether by means of insur-
ance or indemnity against war risk or in any other
manner whatsoever; and

(d) the carrying out of any measure deemed necessary
or advisable by the Governor in Council in consequence 30
of the existence of a state of war.
