Hlon. FRANK OLIVER (Minister of the
Interlor):

1. Year ending June 30, 1905--,097 per-
sons. July 1, 1905 to March 1, 1906-702
persons.

2. They were flot located In colonies but
were dlstributed throughout the Dominion.

3. The government paid a bonus on farm-
ers, farm labourers and domestic servants
and persons Intendlng to foliow those occu-
pations in Canada, of twelve shillings on
those over twelve years of age and six
shilings on those between one and tweive
years of age.

4. The arrangements with the Saivation
Army are:

(1). To pay bonuses as stated In answer
to question 3.

(2.) To pay Salvation Army £20 per month
to, augment its fund for Immigration work,
the army to afivertise Canada in its papers.

(3). To pay the Saivation Army $2,000
towards the expenses of a lecturing tour
in Great Britain.

(4). To pay the Saivation Arrny for fiscal
y ear 1905-06, $1,000 as a grant towards
iooking after immigrants after arrivai.

(5). To pay the Saivation Army a further
grant of $1,000 for calendar year 1906 in
eonnection with looking after immigranits
nfter their arrivai in Canada.
