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Mr. MANION: Net only do I believe there
are salit wator fish in Hudson bay, but whcn
at Churchill laSt summer I very much enjoyed
eatin- some prcsecntcd to me by the member
for N1eLson (Mr. Stitt).

Mr. BRADETTE: I arn very happy te have
miy vicws corroborated by the Minister of
Railw3y:s, who s'iys lie has actîially ucaten
sumne saL wate.r tish taken frcm Hudson bay.
This is absolutely in contradiction of thestate-
ment made in the report of 1930, that not a
,single fish of comimercial1 value h'ad been
caîight. That is why I object so strongly to
that report, which is a slur on the fisheries of
the whole of northern Canada. Surely anyone
looking et that great inland sea would neyer
conciîde tha-t Providience had not bleseed it
with a, single fiýh of commercial value. I be-
lieve the nexv minister has the dcvelopment
of our fi.sheries; at, beart. In northern Ontario
we are inic.ined to think [bait the maritime
provinces andi British Celumbia-at ]cast [bat

ithe t:îlk on the sqtreet--are afraid lest the
fiýheries in Hudson ba 'v may be developed to
thieir dcrtriment bv rcason of the railroad scr-
vice [bat, is nowv ax aihible. I hople the min-
ister is now in a position to promise thait
effective stcf. w ill be taken in the vcry near
future to devedop these f~eis

Mr. DURANLEAU: As I did not expeet
the question of the Hudson bay fisiieries
would be discused this afternoon, I arn not
prcpared te uïnswer mv hon. friend in dotait.
I arn toid [bat, we could nlot send any im-
portant flsbing expedition te those waters
until ;n 1930 a cotd storage base xvas estab-
lisbed at Churchill. Then we hjrod a trawler
w'itb the bost captain and crewv we could get,
and instrîictod theîn te ascertain whether there
were fishi in commercial quantities in those
waters. My bion. friend contends [bat they
did not fisb long enough to bu nble to makze
a eoneiusivc report. I arn told [bat tbu trawler
was sent [bore in the middle of July and ru-
mained until [he end of Auguat; that is, the
trawler xvas [bore as early as possible in the
sýeason ani remnained as laite as possible. 0f
c'ourse, the crow could net work very long
heurs, but 1 arn told [boy (iti[eir best to
tascertain to wbat extent tioro n'as fisb suffi-
dient te dovclop lin industr 'v. As long as I
arn in controt of this departmnent, I promise
my hon. friend that I will examine the pos-
sibilitios of doing some[bing more along the
houas already attompted.

Mr. ILSLEY: Tbe bion. members for Shel-
burne-Yarmoutb. and Digby-Annapolis and
tbu Minister of Finance made some roference
in their speeches [o the proposed sales tax

on coverings. This is a niatter of very great
importance nlot only te the tisliermon, but
aIse te [he farmers, fruit growers and others
who bave te, purchase barrels and sîmilar con-
tainers. The bion. momiber for Shoîburne-
Yarmouth statud it would bu impracticable
for tbe fishermon who placed their catch in
barrots te get, a refund because it would bu
uttorly impossible for any particular seller
cf tish who did net himself expert tlîem to
determine in what proportions the * woru ex-
portoci and sold for doestie consumption.
1 bave brouglit this problem te [bu atoen-
tion of tbu Minister of Finaînre by coi-
respondence, as bu Irnonýs. I have sot eut in
dotailth[b great difficulty whicb I tbink there
witl bc in operating the refund provisions cf
the sales tax proposaIs witb regard te barrels
for apples and potates, and 1 do net want
te say anything more about it now excopt
this: I hope tlîe Minister cf Finance, when
tho xvays and means reolutions are reacbcd,
will explain te [lie committce how tbese re-
fond provisions cau bu operated. I hope bue
,will drop the tax on ccverings, becau'ie I do
net see how it can bu productive of anything
othox' [ban injustice. I amn net speaking no,;
particularly cf the burden; I arn speaking
of th(, impossibility cf the refond. goiîîg te
the people who pay the tax, and I trust the
minister wvill go into [bat mnatter fully so tbat
the primary proîlîîers, whether they be those
of farmi or sua, produets, will -know wh at stops
[e take to get back the sales tax they pay on
the ceverings cf tbat. part cf tlieir produet
wbicbi is oxported from [he countr'y, because
tbat is the intention of tlie provisions.

Mr. STITT (Nelson) : 1 arn glad te juin
with [be bon. member for North Timiskaniiug,
wbo made sucb an cloqueont plea for a furtber
investigation cf tbu fisheries of Hudson ha.
I spoke on [bis matter last vear, and 1 tbink
I furnished [bu d'epartment with sufficient in-
formuation te sa[isfy anyene as [o the existence
et hsbh in large quaatities in Hud(son ba 'v I
(Io net dopend etirci-lvý on documnentai- v-
eviîlone; 1 bazve tived< iii thaît countrv for'
eigbiteen X'eai'. and I think I know sometli;ing
cf its resoîîres. 1 b:îîl occasion again thiS
yoaî' te write tho miaister asking him te
carry on a fîîrther investigation.

Lad, year an investigation w as carrîcît on
