REPRESENTATION ACT AMENDMENT

Hon. PETER HIEENAN (Kenora-Rainy
River) moved for leave to introduce B3ill No.
2, to amend tbe Representation Act.

The district ivas nt included in the
lest redistribution and its inhabitents bave
not the right to vote in any electoral district
of the province of Ontario.
