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aur attachment ta, the crown and ta the traditions
of our constitutional systemn of government.

Following the legialation enacted during the last
parliament, the changes in the royal style and
tities have been proclaimed by Her Majesty.

Much remains ta be done before there cen be a
permanent and durable peace in the world. My
ministers therefore consider it would be unwise for
the free nations ta alacken aur efforts ta build Up
and maintain the necesary strength to deter
aggression and they intend ta, continue ta, wark ta
that end.

We have every reason for satisfaction that
through the use for the first time of collective
police action the objective of the United Nations
in Korea has been substentiafly achieved. The
aggressors have been driven back, the flghting has
ceaaed and an armistice bas been cancluded. My
governmcnt earnestly hopes that a political con-
ference will ultimately succced in restorlng peace
In Korea.

Canada has continued ta, contribute ta thase
international projecta which will promote human
welfare and thereby remove some of the causes of
unrest and dislocation. You will be asked ta,
approve further assistance for relief and rebabili-
tation, for technical assistance and for contlnucd
participation in the Colombo plan.

The alliance of the North Atlantic nations bas
been effective thus fer in preventing aggression in
Europe. My government continues ta regard the
treaty as anc of the foundetion atones of Canada's
external policy. The formetion of the air division
of the Royal Canadien Air Force in Europe is now
completed. The brigade group of the Canadien
Army is performing its raIe effectively in the
intcgrated farce. Canadien naval atrength ls
Increasing.

Cenada's total volume of external trade bas
reeched record levais. But dollar ahorteges In
many countries have peraiated and continue ta
create problema for some of aur exportera. Another
commonwealth conference wltb respect ta financial,
and economic maltera s lata be held In Austrelia
early in the new year.

Tariff concessions negotiated et Geneve in 1947.
et Annecy In 1949, et Tarquay In 1950 and 1951
under the general agreement on tariffa and trade
have been extended for an eddilional periad.

My ministers are convinced that nations cen best
echieve econamnic strength and security tbrough
more liberal trade and overscas Investment policies
and thcy are continuing their efforts to bring about
the progressive reduction of trede restrictions.

At home we continue ta enjay general prosperity
elthough there are some sectora of aur cconomy
wbich. have been faced witb difficulties. Our
fermera have hervested the second largeat wbeat
crop In Canadien history. Private capital invest-
ment has reched levels neyer before attained.
Emrployment la et high levels.

While mare bouses are being built tbis ycar than
ever before. the growlng population of Canada
requires e continued expansion of bousing. You
will be askcd ta consider measures ta Increase and
broaden the supply of mortgage maney s0 that
more people witb moderate Incomes will be able
ta flnd fecilities toaessiat themn ta bulld their own
homes.

A bill toa emend the Animal Contegious Diseses
Act ta provide for appropriate compensation to,
fermera whose hoga suffcred framn choIera, wifl be
placed before yau.

The acheme Iitiated during the lest parliement
for insuring boals and certain gear bas recently
been Improved and la hclping ta meet the bazards
of the flsbing industry. My government la giving
perticular attention ta the development of markets
for our fisheries and ta thc encouragement of more
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modern methods in the Atlantic coast fisherles,
particularly in the province of Newfoundland
where the methods are in the greatest need of
improvement.

The strategic Importance of the northern part of
Canada bas increased greatly In recent years. Its
place in the economy of Canada is steedily growing
and will continue ta expand in future. You wiil
ha asked ta consider a bill ta change the designa-
tion and orientation of the Department of
Resources and Development and to define the
responsibilities of the government with respect ta
the effairs of the Yukon and the Northwest Terri-
tories, including the Arctic archipelago. and the
welfare of the Eskimos.

You will be asked ta amnend the Pipe Lines Act ta
give the board of transport commissioners juris-
diction over ail companies authorlzed ta con-
struct or operate Interprovincial or International ail
or gas pipe lines.

The New York state power authority has eccepted
a licence granted by the federal power commission
in the United States for the development of the
United States share of power in the International
rapide section of the St. Lawrence river. It is
hoped that litigation In the United States will flot
have the effect of delaying the construction of the
project.

As further steps in heling ta Improve social
weif are, co-ordlnated plans for rehebilitation of
disebled persons are being worked out wlth the
provinces and a measure ta facilitate the establish-
ment nation-wide of a federal-provinciel assistance
program for totaily disabied persans will be sub-
mitted for your consideration.

As provided by law yau will be required ta con-
aider this year a compiete revision of the Bank Act.

The bill for the compiete revision of the Crimîlnal
Code which was nat finally deait with in the st
parliament will be submitted for yaur con-
sideration.

A committee of penai experts has been appainted
to examine and report upon methods of parole and
remission of sentences.

Other measures which wili be placed before you
for cansideretion Include buis respecting the Cana-
dian forces; the United Kingdomn financial agree-
ment; the Ontario-Manitoba boundary;, the exten-
sion for another year of the emergency gold mining
assistance; and bis ta amend the Bank of Canada
Act, the Municipal Grants Act, the Explosives Act,
the Opium and Narcotlc Drug Act, the Customs
Act, the Excise Act, the Excise Tax Act, the Atomnie
Energy Contrai Act and certain veterans legislatian.

You wlll be asked to make provision for al
essentiai services Incîuding aur national defence
and the meeting of aur obligations under the
United Nations Charter and the North Atlantic
Treaty.
