ANNOUNCEMENT OF IMPLEMENTATION OF LIVESTOCK
DIVERSION PROGRAM FOR POTATOES IN PRINCE
EDWARD ISLAND

Hon. H. A. Olson (Minister of Agriculture): Mr. Speaker,
because of the interest that has been shown in the House
in this matter, I wish to announce that the Agricultural
Stabilization Board will implement tomorrow the live-
stock diversion program recently developed for potatoes
in Prince Edward Island. In accordance with the concept
of the advance payment, and as I indicated earlier in the
House, those who do not wish to participate in this pro-
gram can obtain possession of potatoes committed to the
board by repayment of the advance. The Agricultural
Stabilization Board will keep a close watch on supplies
and prices, and the extent of the livestock feed program
will depend upon the level of producer participation and
price reaction.

Hon. ]. A. MacLean (Malpeque): Mr. Speaker, I want to
thank the Minister of Agriculture (Mr. Olson) for his state-
ment and to congratulate him on acquiescing to the
requests of the Prince Edward Island Federation of
Agriculture, the potato committee and other interested
bodies. I hope, with him, that the program he has
announced will prove to be beneficial both to potato grow-
ers and to livestock feeders in Prince Edward Island and
that any potatoes not diverted but bought back will also
be to the advantage of the growers.

Mr. A. P. Gleave (Saskatoon-Biggar): Mr. Speaker, as I
understand the program undertaken by the government
on behalf of potato growers, the government is taking a
new approach to that followed up to now. In fact, it is a
sort of combination cash payment and storage program,
giving the producer the option of either taking his product
out or leaving it in. As far as we are concerned, we will be
prepared to assess the program when it is finished to see
if it has really worked to the advantage and met the needs
of the producers. In fact, in the final paragraph of his
statement the minister said they will keep a close watch
on the program to see how it works out.
