MOSQUITO CONTROL

Hon. E. F. Whelan (Minister of Agriculture): 1. Yes,
Agriculture Canada. The Canada Committee on Biting
Flies was formed in 1973 under the auspices of Agriculture
Canada to analyze the problem of biting f lies which
include mosquitoes and to recommend action which would
be expected to alleviate the problem. The committee con-
sists of representatives from provincial agriculture depart-
ments, universities and federal departments with an inter-
est in biting f ly problems. The committee is encouraging
several approaches including the development of ecologi-
cally-acceptable chemical control agents and alternatives
to pesticides particularly those with the greatest promise
of early application and adoption. (a> The department's
research program includes two projects related to mos-
quitees which commenced prior te the formation of the
committee. (b) The studies have not reached the stage
where recommendations can be made.

2. Any action to be taken will depend upon the results
and recommendations emanating from the projects cur-
rently in progress.
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
