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THE APPEAL TO CAESAR.

The report that a permanent posi-
tion on the judicial committee of the
imperial privy council has been offer-
ed tp the chief Jjustice of Australia
lends color to the report that a similar
honor may be in store for the present
chief justice of Canada. We do not
begrudge Sir Charles Fitzpatrick any
promotion that may come to him. We
only regret that our supreme- court ig
but an intermediary tribunal, and that
practically all our litigation of any
importance must be decided for us by
Judges over sea,

If the supreme court of the empire
be necessary, its functions, we take it,
should rather be to decide constitu-
tional questions, than to sit as an ap-
pellate tribunal in- private litigation
arising between Canadians in Canada,

Cor-
poration supporters, like party or-
gans, have neither rule nor principle.
Fortunately, both in Canada and the
United States both the public and.the
state und federal governments are
carning the lesson that“no private
corporation out for profit can be en-
tiuted with a puljie franchise. Its
promoters will be lavish in promises
and uaﬁy to gign agreements, but onge
the franchise is secured the promises
are forgotten and the agreements dis-
regarded. Nor can redress be obtained
from courts of law more concerned
with the letter than the spirit of the
contract, Even an unsuccessful pubillc
enterpnise carries less burden in its
train than the most successful private
company owners and operators,

INCREASED COST OF LIVING.
In a report issued two weeks ago

by the Board of Trade Department of
the PBritish Government important in-
formation is given regarding the cost
of living in the seven years between
1606 and 1912. It shows generally
that while the average rental h,”
skown little variation during that
period the retail prices of commodi-
ties consumed by the working classes
have increased materially, tho still
dower than they were thirty years
ago. 8ir H. Llewellyn Smith, in his
prefatory note, computes the average
ircrease in .rent, food, fuel and cloth-
irg, taken togethar, at about 10 per
cent,

A comparison. among the United
Kingdom and other foréign countries
and Pritish states shows how slight
effect fiscal policies have, altho in this
connection it must bs borne in mind
that the basis of the statistics is not
uniform. - Still, even with that reser-
vation the differences are remarkable.
Thus in the United Kingdom under
free trade the index figure has risen
from 100 in 19€0 to 115 in 1912, which
is paralleled by France, and only ex-
ceeded by one point in Australia,
both protected countries. Canada
shows with a moderate tariff an in-
crease from 100 to 151, the highest of
any except possibly the Unifed States,
Figures for the latter nation, with its
high protection, for 1911 show 139
against Canada’s 136.

Some remarkable differences are
shown within the TUnited Kingdom
itself. Thus of the 87 towns dealt
with In the report as regards the per-
centage change of rents, 456 returned
an increase varying from 1 to 18 per
cent,, while in 25 rents fell by amounts
varying from 1 to 10 per cent. The
general cost of living represented by
rents, including rates, and the retadil
price of the selected articles of food
and coal, was from 11 to 12 per cent.
higher in London than in the other
87 towns taken as a whole. Scotland
approximated London in this, while
in the midlands of England both rents
and prices werz 2t a low average.
Wagés in many cases showed no in-
creases, tho a distinct advance oc-
curred in eazh of the selected trades,
but not to an extent comparable with
the advance in the cest of living.

1IRD DEGREE” IS
MERELY A MYTH
Lawyers’ Committee Will So

Report to Convention at
Montreal.

FAVOR PATENT COURT

Recall of Judges Proposal
Meets With Pronounced
Opposition.

(Special to The Toronto World.)
8T. LOUIS, Aug. 24—The American

Bar Assoclation’s Committee on Ju-
risprudence and Law Reform, of which
former Judge Charies Cliffin Allen of
St. Louils, is a member, will make a

report at the association’s annual
meeting In Montreal Sept. 2, on the
subject of the “third degree.”

Its report, in substance, will be that
“there ain’t no such animal.”

One member of the committee, who
takes the view that there is such a
thing as the “third degree,” may make
a minority report. HMe 4ntroduced in
the committee a resolution charging
that the police departments of many
municipalities were disregarding the
rights of prisoners, and calling on the
assoclation to act. His resolution sets
forth that confessions of accused per-
sons should not be accepted in evi-
dence unless they had been made vol-
untarily in the presence of another
person selected by the accused person,
and after due warning to the accused
that his statement would be used
against him.

The committee disapproved this reso-
lution, on the ground that the present
law governing the admissibility of
confessions affords sufficient safeguard
for the protection of the accused.

The “third degree” matter was only
one of a number of important subjects
on which varfous committees of the
association have prepared recommen-
dations. A digest of these has. been
made public by St. Louls members of
”llln association’s Missouri local coun-
cil.

Criticizes Federal Statute.

The committee on judicial adminis-
tration and remedial procedure, of
which Frederick N, Judson of 8t. Louis
is a member, made a report criticizing
the federal statute requiring a copy of
the indictment and a list of grand jur-
ors and witnesses to be furnished to
those .indicted for treason and other
capital offences.

“Your committee,” says the report,
“can imagine no valid reason why
these privileges should be monopolized
by any particular class of criminals,
and it does not believe the law should
recognize an aristocracy of crime. It
advocates the extension of these privi-
leges to all who are charged as crim-
inals, and has prepared a draft of a
bill to effect its extensfon.”

John ¥.,.Lee of 8t. Louis i» a mem-
ber of the committee to oppose the ju-
dicial recall. This committee’'s re-
port tells of a campaign of education
carried on during the last year. The
necessity for this campaign is argued
from the fact that Oregon, California,
Arizona and Nevada have adopted the
recall of judges and that constitutional
amendments to the same effect are to
be submitted in Kansas and Minneso-
ta. The movement has also shown
strength in * Wisconsin, Jlinois and
Ohio, the committee says.

Approves a Patent Court.

The suggestion that the TUnited
States Commerce Court be made a
court of patent appeal is deprecated by
the committee on patent, trademark
and copyright law. The report states
that Gov. Sulzer of New York was a

The customs department statement
for July and the first four months of
the current fisca! year, indicates a-
most striking grcwth in Canadian
trade.

Total trade for July was $100,357.000
a8 against $91,423,000 in July last year.

For the four months trade totalled
$358,488,000. compared with $328,686-
000 in the same period of 1912,
