■ \/AWhen H. R. H. th* Duke of Con­
naught and his party went over to in­
spect the Curtis Aviation School at the 
Island yesterday, the visit was marked 
by an Incident in which a member of 
the viceregal entourage was given an 
Involuntary thrill. After Pilot Samuel 
Pierce had made the first short flight 
with Lieut. Homer Smith as his pas­
senger, Lieut.-Col. Stanton, military 
secretary, requested His Royal High­
ness* permission to make an ascension 
With Victor Vernon as pilot.

The duke being agreeable, Col Stan­
ton boarded the aeroplane with Ver­
non at the wheel. The plane started 
out along the water, the pilot skil­
fully avoiding a launch which had 
turned into the slip, Vernon applied 
the power to make the machine rise 
and when he had reached a height of 
about a hundred, feet, his motor sud­
denly ^topped.
