New Maohinei’y Set Up.
"We have no government machinery 

for such a task. No government de­
partment could handle it alone. We 
thought of using the police, but they 
are far too overburdened with work, 
besides being "mainly under, parochial 
control. Consequently we have been 
obliged to set up new machinery, and, 
as the act of parliament 
passed until the end of July, we have 
scarcely had time to do the whole 
thing.

"We estimate that 25,000,000 must 
fill in the form, but we distributed 
30,000,000 against contingencies. More 
than 200,000 enumerators will be 
ployed In the distribution, explana­
tion and collection of the forms which 
have been printed in numerous lan­
guages, including Chinese. We hope 
to have the calculated results by thé 
end of next week, while expecting that 
the 2000 local registers from which 
the central register le to be compiled 
to be ready a fortnight later.

Cost Comparatively Small.
"Altho the printing Is enormous, we 

hope to complete the register for a 
comparatively small sum. I expect the 
total expense not to exceed $250,000 
but the outside limit, which I do not 
believe it Is possible to reach, will be 
$600,000. We are able to d° the work 
thus cheaply because of the enormous 
amount of voluntary help placed at 
our disposal. It seem» as tho every­
one with their time available has vol­
unteered to aid us.

“Altho our time has been so short 
we have been able to establish a cen­
tral instruction school for enumera­
tors In London, later sending them out 
thru the provinces to give advice, By 
this means we expect to have thé re­
gister completed in record time."
