29-After switches have been used they must
be Jett m proper position.

Conductors are responsible for the position of
the switches used by them and their trainmen
except where switch tenders are stationed.
A switch must not be left open for a following

tram, unless in charge of a trainman of such
tram.

30—Both conductors and enginemen are res-
ponsible for the safety of their trains, and, under
conditions not provided for by the ru!os, must
take every precaution for their protection.

31—In all cases of doubt or uncertainty the safe
course must be taken and no risks run.

32—No person shall be entitled to carry, or to
require the Company to carry upon their Kail vay,
aqua fortis, oil of vitriol, gunpowder, lucifer
