ply have to deal with the cigarets

which are the root of all evil.”

GERMANY ABANDONS

Serbian Minister Says Kuehl-
mann’s Address Shows Re-
versal of Idea.

Washington, June 27.—M. L. Mich-
aelovitch, the Serbian minister, in a
statement tonight, declared that the
address in the German reichstag this
week by Dr. von Kuehlmann, minis-
ter of foreign-affairs, betrays for the
first time the fact that Germany no
fonger believes in victory by force of
arms #nd consequently tries to ob-
tain it by other means. For this rea-
gon, he said, the nations fighting the
central powers should have greater
faith than ever in their final victory
by force. ’

“Dr. von Kuehlmann,” said the min-
ister, “no longer belleves in a mili-
tary victory, but gonsiders that to put
an end to the war one must take re-
fuge in diplomatic pourparlers. And,
thus, when everybody knows that the
allies demand the reconstruction of
and indemnity of Belgium, the return
to France of Alsace-Lorraine, the li-
perty and independence of the Jugo-
Slavs, in unfon with a reconstructed
Serbfa, the Czecho-Slovaks and the
Poles and the self-determination of all
the peoples, great and small, the Cer-
man thinks that peace ought to be
assured by means of secret diplomatic

rparlers.

London, June 27~In opening his
speech at the labor conference today

rensky said:

‘Yestérday one of the members of
the conference asked what right had
Kerensky to be present. I shaill an-
swer the question. I am not here as
a matter of right, but as a matter of
duty. It is my duty as a man who
knows all that is truth, which. for a
fong time did not reach the ears of
western Burope and America- In this
terrible world war the interests of the
allied nations are inextricably inter-
woven, and the fate of the country
which bore the burden of a front
greater in length than the combined
front of all the other allies cannot be
a matter of indifference to all the
allies.

“l have not come here to eg or
complain. The Russian people has in
the past gone thru trials like the
present and has always emerged
strengthened and renewed. Now bend-
ing under the mierciless onset of Ger-
many, bleeding at every pore, she still
opposes the enemy. I bear witness
here that the Russian people will never
recognize the tredaty of Brest-Litovsk,
which is hurling Russia into the abyss
of annihilation.

“For three years Russia’s soldiers
had to fight an enemy perfectly equip-
ped and cruelly merciless under con-
ditions which no one outside ¢f Russia
can imagine. It is not to be wondered
that, having repeatedly suffered the
blows of the enemy and having again
hit him hard, thereby saving the west-
ern front, the Russian soldiers were
the first among the belligerents to
faint in the struggle.

Warning Voices Not Heeded.

The great revolution instilled new
courage into the tired spirit, but could
not immediately revive the macerated
bodies of the soldiers. It is a thousand
pities that the warning voices coming
from Russia Were noL heeded by the
western allies. -

“The treacherous invitations to
peace by Germany were not unmask-
ed, and the mass of the Russian sol-
diers, incited by fanatics and Cer-
man agents, wers dJdeceived. Now
they know what is » German peace.
The Ukrainian peasant. understands
how the Germans secure the inde-
pendence of small nationalfties, when
German bayonets and chemical vapors
are employed to roh him and rein-
state all the atrocities of the old re-

. Protést Against Tyranny,

“All ‘classes of Russians - strongly
protest now against the tyranny that
again reigns in Ruseia. To my aston-
ishmemt some very serious European
political men consider Bolshevikism
as democratic, altho it has abolished
freedom of wpeech, made human life
the easy prey of every red guards-
nmian, and has made an end of all
institutions of self-government.

“If this be democratic, then I ask
what can be reaction. The Bolshe-
viki claim that the presemt state of
Russia is a dictatorship of the prole-
taria, altho ruthles repression is al-
lied against the democratic and
Socialist parties and the toiling
masses.”

“Every Russian who refuses to re-
cognize this method of government
is declared a counter revolutionary.
Bolshevikism, the strength of which
mainly les in the disorganization of
the worn-out masses of soldiers; was
merely the vanguard of triumphing
German imperialism. To reach its
aim Germany ‘must paralyze Russia.

Will Never Submit.

“That is the sure inwardness of con-
nection between the interfor affairs of
Russia and the world war. The fate
of Russia has special significance and
value for the whole world. The Russian
people alone may not be able to over-
come the German§. Perlaps, aban-
doned by all, Rusfia will perish from
want of blood; but she will never of
her own will submit to the humiliating
treason of Brest-Litovsk.

“It is for you, the oldest and most
mature of the democracies of the

‘world, to settle the question whether

it is possible to remain a calm spee-
tator of this tragedy. 1 have crossed
thousands of miles of the Arctic
Ocean to tell you and America this,
which I profoundly know to be the
absolute truth.”

A REMINDER BY THE FOOD
BOARD,

Ottawa, June 27.—The Canada Food
Board announced to-day that a con-
siderable number of -public eating
places, boarding houses, etc,, which are
required to secure licenses by July 1st,
have not yet sent in their applications.
These licenses become operative on
July 1st, and on and after that date it
will be illegal for any person to oper-
ate .without a license a public eating
place or boarding house where meats
or refreshments to the number of fif-
teen or more per day are sold or served
to persons other than members of the
family or household of the proprietor.

butchers, or any other dealers in food
products, to “supply goods to public
eating places which have failed to
comply with the licensing regulations
of the Food Board. |

It is the intention of the Food Board
to enforce these licensing regulations
strictly.

HELP FOR RUSSIA

IS BIG PROBLEM
Difference of Opinion at

Washington Regarding
Most Effective Means.

Washington, June 27. — Various
plans for extending American ald to
Russia in the effort to bring her back
into the war are still in the stage o!
consideration, and before being put
into operation will require a great
deal of consultation between the Am-
erican Government and the allies,

The revival of the plan of sending
material aid to the dfstressed coun-
try, such as seeds, agricultural im-
plements and other means of reha-
bilitating her people, and accmpany-
ing them with sufficient forces to
safeguard these resources from fail-
ing” into the hands of the Germans,
depends for its execution, 1 it ever
gets that far, on the. approval of the
allies and also on the consent and
approval of the Russian people them-
selves in the districts which would be
affected.

It has been suggested <hat the gov-
ernment might take a visit from for-
mer Premier Kerenzky to the United
States as a 'means of informing it-
self of intimate details. So far as
could be learned today, a vieit from
the former premier was still an un-
settled question. There are some di’-
ferences of opinion among the friends
of Russia in Washington as to whe-
ther conferences between American
officials and Kerensky' would be ad-
visable. -

MIEHT HVEIERTE
MY DISISTERS

If Allies Had Accepted Assistafice
of His Government, Says
Gréek Minister.

New York, . June 27.—George Rou-
mousk, minister plenipotentiary of
-Greece 10.the United States, was the
chief speaker tonight at a celebration
of Greece'e ént) “into the war one
year ago. Asserting that if the allles
had understood the situation in the
Orient in 1914 and had accepted the
assistance offered by the Greek Gov-
ernment before the battle of the Marre
they might have averted manv disas-
ters, the speaker said that since en-
tering the war Greece had sacrificed
thousands of her sons “for the trimmnaph
of the common ideal” and is deter-
mined “to see the struggle thru o the
bitter end.”

After saying that “four peojees who
had formed a.coalition to u‘:ﬁ from
their neighbors all that the’ could
get,” were now taking precautions
against one another while Gividing
their spoils, he added that when “an
evil act is accomplished and unlawful
gains are obtained, dijunion necessar-
ily results, for ‘honor among thieves,’
u.Tat‘te{ all, extremely rare”

urning to the Russian situation, he
said that if that “prostrate” nation is
organized with Prussian efficiency, a
more terrible war awaits the world,
and that if “victory is incomplete,
the curtain will rise upon a more ter-
rible tragedy.”

Before addressing the meeting, the
‘Greek minister was the guest of honor
at a dinner attended by prominent re-
presentatives of nearly all the allies,
at which toasts were drunk to Presi-
dent Wilson, the rulers of the allfed
nations, and Premier Venizelos.
