Not in a long time has the market for 
the medium to common class of cattle 
been more demoralized on the Union 
Stock Yards Exchange than Just at the 
present time, and the outlook for a re­
vival of the Inflated price* of a few 
weeks ago I* not particularly bright.

Yesterday on the market the receipts 
were not heavy; In fact, they were com­
paratively light, 490 bead, but the com­
mission house* had the time of their 
lives getting rid of the fresh and held- 
over light and medium butcher steers and 
heifers, especially the heifer*, 
export cattle are all right and the price 
I* holding firm, as shown by the sale 
of 10 head at $15 per cwt., but the buyers 
for the big packing plants are not buying 
the medium class butchers.

There Is said to be little demand lo­
cally and the market le surfeited with the 
ill-finished stuff dumped on the market 
when it ought tojtave been kept at home 
for a month dr eo at any rate.

Some commission houses have been 
advising their Shippers to go slow In the 
matter of this class of cattle, bet the out­
look for fall pasture is undeniably bad, 
and the result is a lot of halt-finished 
stuff. Anything, as said, with weight 
and quality is all right and hold* steady, 
but in all other respects the market is 
weaker and off from last Monday.

There le nothing doing In the feeder 
trade, nor I* there likely to be until the 
market for this class of 
acted more In sympathy with the other 
lines. In any event, the farmers are 
busy, and are not any too sanguine over 
the outlook over the grass.

There were quite a few milkers and 
springer* on the market yesterday, and 
the prices held about steady, ranging as 
shown in the last sales from $96 to $166, 
the very top for a choice Holstein.

One feature of the market to which 
special attention might well be drawn 
wa* the fact that, from this time for­
ward, there will he inore discrimination 
shown on the local market between the 
good and medium cattle.

The hog trade was very strong, 
terday, making a sharp advance, the 
bulk of the offerings, a fair run, 1846 
head, selling at $19 90, with a few odd 
lots going over at the even 820,

There was a strong market for spring 
lambs, they selling up to 20 %c lb„ with 
the sale of one lot reported at 2054c lb. 
Sheep are steady, but the calf ma«ket, 
especially later in the day, was weak 
and dreggy.
