CORN SELLS OFF
AFTER ADVANCE

Threat of Steel Company> to
Close for Six-Months Un= -
settles Market.

Chicago, Sept. 24.—Buyers overreached
themselves in the corn market today after
a lively a&vance had been scored, and
an attempt to realize profits found sup-
port lacking. Word that the Inland Steel
Company had threatened to shut down
for six months was partly responsible
for subsequent development of selling
pressure. The market closed heavy, %c
to 2¢ lower, with December $1.26% to
$127%, and May $1.23% to $1.24. Oats
finished 3%c to %c down, and provisions
up 2%c to 76c.

Corn traders literally flocked to the
buying side during the first half of the
day, and based their operations chiefly
on the fact that receipts were small and
offerings not plentiful. Meanwhile gossip
that producers were systematically cur-
tajling shipments was chief reason for
the slowness of the crop movement and
for an assumption that the resulting up-
turn in values would be prolonged. Mid-
session efforts, however, to reap some
immediate advantage for holders dis-
closed that the market was in a decidedly
overbought condition. Exaggerated ver-
sions of the Inland Steel Company’s ulti-
matum to strikers then became current,
and the early advance of the corn market
was much more than wiped out.

Oats were governed by corn. KEastern
demand was very glow.

Talk of some- revival in foreign call
helped to strengthen provisions.
