But Since Pursuit By the Turkish
Troops Things Have Materi-
ally Changed,

New York, Oct. 16.—According to a ae-
spatch from Sofia, further word has come
from Miss Stone in the following letter
written from Macedonia to W. W. Peet,
treasurer of the Turkish Misslon in Con-

stantinople: 5
“My honored friend: I write to Inform
you that on Sept. 8 1 was captured by 2
great mnumber of armed men—some 40—
as I traveled from Bansko to Diumaala,
with about 12 teachers, students ana

others.

“They. took with me for my companion,
Mrs. Catharine Tsilka. The reason WAY
they captured us is for a Tansom. ‘Irne
price which they demand for us is £25,000,
Turkish, which sum must be paid In gold,
and this entirely without the knowledge
of the Turkish and Bulgarian governments,
within the term of 18 days from to-day.

«“The condition ‘of Mrs, Tsilka decided
the limit. as she is o give birth to a child
in three months.

«We are pursued by a Turkish army. 1
beg Dr. Haskill, himself, to go to Con-
stantinople and exert himself for the pay-
ment of the ransom at Samakov, where
men will receive it on presenting &n order

from me.

“The men Who captured us, at first
showed courtesy and consideration toward
us, but, now, since Turkish soldiers and
Bashibagzouks bhave begun to pursue us
and the ransom is delayed, our condition
is altogether changed.

«Therefore, 1 beg you to hasten sending
the rapsom demanded, and that as ener-
getically as possible you will represent 10
the Turkish government that it stop toe
pursuit of us by goldiers ‘and Bashibazouks,
otherwise we shall be killed by the peopile
in whose hands we are. I pray you to
communicate without delay the contents
of this letter to the representative of tne
United States at the Porte, and Trequest
+is most serious co-operation.

RANSOM NOT CLAIMED.

Sofia, Oct. 15.—Altho the time fixed OY
the brigands who abducted Miss Ellen M.
Stone, the . American missionary, for tne
payment of the ransom demanded, expired
a week ago, no one has appeared at Sama-
kov to clalm the money or to announce
the fate of the captives. It is now learned
that the bami has dissolved, but that Miss
Stone is kept under surveillance at some
distance from the fromtier. This Is due
to snow and cold weather rendering the
mountains uniphabitable. The efforts of
the police to arrest Saraoff, formerly pres!-
dent of the Macedonian Committee, who 18
suspected of complicity in the kidnapping,
are still unavailing. ‘The fallure is due
to the sympathy of the inhabitants and
local authorities.
