The robbery in question occurred in

Kendrick partners, who, while tend-
ing his sick wife,-happened to go-down
to -the store and find the furs gone.
The store apparemtly had been, en-
tered by way of the back door, and it
was believell that a wagon or motor
car had been used by the thieves to
carry the booty away. The store is
situated within easy distance of Os-
sington Avenue Police Station, and the
very audacity of the affair led the
police to believe that every move had
been carefully planned by persons
familiar with the fur trade. Numerous
