Their re-appointment was the sub-
ject for discussion. Of late there
has been considerable talk.about the
| advisability of appointing two -extra
assessors, which would entail extra
expense of at least $1,000. At the
| present time the assessors have been
| paid $400 each.

‘ Aftdr the matter before the board
{had been explained by the chair-
%mau, Ald. McGoldrick stated that
{he did not see why the council
|should go to the expense of paying
/$2,000 for tax commissioners. The
jcity has been appointing assessors
|and they had done their work. To
happoint two new assessors, as had
,been proposed, he did not see how
| the the city council could do it. In
| conclusion Ald. McGoldrick moved
that the old board of assessors be
appointéd for the current year.

| Ald. Maxwell remarked that this
'may possibly be the last year of the
|present assessment. law. It seemed
to him advisable that the number of
{assessors shopld be increased to five,
ibut he did not think this could be
tdone this year. He believed it
| would be in the interests of the cit~
izens generally if the board was in-
lcreased to this number, and gave
lone or two instances in support of
| his intention in this respect. He

Macrae, in conclusion, threw out sev-
eral suggestions in connection with
the way such boards are conducted
in many of the prominent cities of
Canada. Under the present system,
he said, any shrewd business man
can do the city mnine times out of
ten.

Ald. Frink said it might be possi-
ble that the commission could not
draft an act to pass through the le-
gislature in time.

Ald. McGoldrick’s motion that no
change be made in the assessors for
the ‘cyrrent year was then put and
carried. .

Ald. Frink then moved that the
board recommend to the common
council that a bill be drawn up and
presented to the legislature in amend-
ment to the agdessment act of 1882
régarding the’ appointment of assess-
ors for the ¢ity of ‘St. John; also
providing for the increasing of the
number of assessors  to five. The
motion was adopted.

It might be  stated that this act
if passed will.empower +the. council to
appoint assessQr§. practically  at
their will and pleasure, whereas now
they have to appoint them in Janu-
ary of each year.

The Board adjourned.
