Rev. M. E. Conron,

Rev. M. E. Conron, of the Portland
Methodist church, who wore the khaki
uniform of the 55th battalion, was greet-
ed with three cheers as he rose to speak.
He gave three reasons why he had not
entered the service of king and country
before. First was his-home. “I' believe
there is no man stepping out of a hap-
pier home than I am now; I love my
wife and babe as few men do.””

for a frank outspoken statement of why
he had volunteered to serve in the
stretcher bearer company could not have
been outdone.

Lieutenant Brooks.

Lieutenant Brooks, of the 56th. Bat-
talion, followed in a happy speech in
which  he said he was proud to serve in
the 55th. at is was a New Brunswick
battalion. After saying that Germany
was fighting to obtain a foothold in
‘Canada, if she could, as the big prize of
the British overseas dominions, he re-
marked that it had often been asked of
him why Canada should fight Great
Britain’s battles.
