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THE WAR NEWS

An official statement issued in Paris
vesterday concludes with the following
asserton:—

“The German offensive fas been brok-
en. Thae German defensive will be
broken in its turn.”

This aseertion is preceded by an
enumeration and comparison of the rela-
tive points gained by the Germans and
Dy the Allies, both in the western and
eastern theatres of war. It is pointed
out that with the one exception of the
gain made by the Germans north of
Sofssons the advantage during the last
two months has been with the Allies,
and not only have they gained ground
but their losses have not been nearly as
great as those of the Germans. In the
east the German offensive in Poland has
been held in check, while the Russians
continue to advance in Galicia, and have
gained victories in the Carpataians and
in the Caucasus. Add to this the fact
that the Allies are continually able to
bring up more men, while the Germans
are steadily diminishing their resources

_ in men and officers. The official state-
ment further declares that German
stories of heavy French losses during the
last few weeks are entirely erroneous,
as their losses have not been nearly as
great as those of the Germans. 1t is
added that France and her allies know
not only how to wait for final victory,
hat “to prepare for it with inexhaustible
patience.”

This review of the whole situation is
very encouraging, but it also sustains the
view of those who declared at the outset
that this would be a long war. Though
tae German offensive has been checked,
the German armies except in East Prus-
sia are still ighting outside of their own
territory. They have yet to be driven
‘back into Germany and there crushed.
This will be a long and difficult task,
because they are well prepared to resist
and to make the advance of the allied
armies extremely difficult. It is true
that the elimination of Austria would
make a great difference, and there is a
general feeling that this will be brought
about by the entrance of Italy and Rou-
mania into the war in the early spring.
Austria thus far has made an’ extremely
poor showing, and if Italy and Rou-
mania join the ranks of her enemies it
would very materially hasten the time
when she would cease to be a factor of
importance in the great conflict.

Thae acting premier of Australia has
issued an appeal for more recruits, and
declares that “every available man is
ineeded for the front as soon as possible.”

Today’s news says that a great artil-
lery duel is in progress in Alsace, while
farther north a three days’ battle has
been in progress between Nieuport and
Ostend. The Austrians are reported to
have brought up a large army to endeav-
or to check the rapid advance of the
Russians in Bukowina. : .

A SPLENDID EXAMPLE.

The offer of $500 which has been
made by a St. John lady to assist in
placing the Children’s Aid Society on a
practical working basis should appeal
to other citizens of large means. New
Brunswick was the last province in Can-
ada to pass legislation for the proper
protection of children, and the act is still
o dead letter because of the absence of
machinery to put it into effect. Until
a shelter has been provided, in which
children may be placed and from there
sent to good homes, it is useless to en-
deavor to enforce the provisions of the
act. In the other provinces Children’s
Aid Societies receive not only aid in the
form of grants, but generous contribu-
tions from the people. The society in
this city should be placed in a position
to carry on its work. The $1,500 which
wag promised by the Municipal Council
nine months ago has gone by the board
in the general reduction of estimates,
and unless the citizens provide the means
the society can do nothing. There must
be other generous lovers of children who
will be inspired by the example of the
lady who has offered to contribute $500
on condition that a sufficient fund is
raised to begin the work on a perman-
basis in this city.

THE BOARD OF TRADE

The Standard is in error in charging
The Times with sneering at the board
of trade. The Times is a member of
the board of trade. The editor of The
Times personally is also a member, and
was one of those who actively canvassed
to have the membership of tae board
increased and large funds placed at its
disposal. The new prospectus of the
board stated specifically that among
other things it would promote com-
munity welfare work. It is therefore
quite in line with the work of the board
as projected that its members should
Interest themselves personally in assist-
ing all those worthy causes whica have
been handicapped by the withdrawal of
civic grants. The Times observed yes-
terday that it would be necessary to a
certain extent to starve civic depart-
ments this year. The Standard says
this is not apparent. Some of the com-
missioners say it is. They ought to
know. This journal has no quarrel with
the commissioners for 'aaving cut the
estimates in response to the demand
made upon them. It has merely called
attention to the fact that the cutting of
the estimates will make it necessary for
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the citizens to do in another way cer-
tain things which in the interest and for
the welfare of the community should be
done. It will welcome the Standard’s
co-operation.

DISRAELI SAW IT

Germany’s deliberate policy for many
years has been to gain such a position
on the coast of the North Sea and the
English Channe] as would enable her to
strike effectively against Britain. A
correspondent of the Toronto Mail and
Empire recalls a statement made by
Disraeli more than forty years ago, at
the time of the Prussian quarrel with
Denmark over Schleswig-Holstein, which
was eventually seized by Prussia, and
marked the first step in the great ex-
pansion which led up to the war with
Austria, the war with France, tae fed-
eration of all the German states with
the King of Prussia as Emperor, and the
policy of expansion inaugurated by Bis-
marck and carried forward to the pres-;
ent time. To show how clearly British;
statesmen of that day understood the
situation, the Mail and Empire corres-
pondent quotes the following extract
from a speech by Mr. Disraeli:

“Germany, which possesses almost
every other advantage, is not a great
naval power, and Germany wants coast.
‘TRis is the reason why Denmark, sup-
posed to be weak, is to be invaded, in
this age of liberty, on the plea of nation-
ality. It is to gain the harbers of the
Baltic, and to secure the mouths of the
Elbe, that the plea of German nation-
ality is put forth. Hitherto in the Bal-
tic, Russia and the Scandinavian Penin-
sula have prevented this project of Ger-
many ; while Holland and Great Britain
have intercepted in tae North Sea its
maritime development. But now, under
the plea of nationality, taking advantage
of the fact that the King of Denmark
possesses in Schleswig perhaps 150,000
subjects of the German race, his domin-
ions are to be invaded, and may be con-
quered, notwithstanding the valor of his
new but determined subjects, in order
that Prussia may suddenly appear as a
great maritime power. I do not wish to
argue this with respect to the interest of
England. I do not wish to say whether
it is or ig not for the interest of Eng-
land that a new mnaval power should
spring up among the nations of the Bal-
tic or the Northern Seas. But. this I
wish to lay down as a principle, that it
is for the interst of England, and not of
England alone, but of all Europe, that
peace should be maintained. And peace
cannot be maintained if the policy of
Prussia be permitted to pass unnoticed
and uncensured.” .
