One of the favorite topics of conversa­
tion in the United States of recent years, 
is the question of exchange of visits be­
tween the president and foreign rulers. 
Visits such as these constitute » sort of 
obligation upon a European monarch, af­
ter his accession to the throne, and 'among 
his complimentary visits of this kind he 
invariably includes onq to the president of 
the Frelkh republic, who returns the 
courtesy in due, course.

The chief magistrate of the Argentine 
republic, Saenz Pena, determined to fol­
low European example, and intimated re­
cently hie intention of making a friendly 
descent upon each of his'brother poten­
tates of the Old World. He had, in fact, 
completed all arrangements for the trans- 
Atlantic trip aboard a man-of-war escort­
ed by a squadron of cruisers, when he re­
ceived official notice from the kings of 
Spain, Italy and Belgium, that it would 
be impossible for them to return his visit 
for six or seven years; while the other 
sovereigns, including the Kaiser, King 
George and the Czar, offered no hopes 
of any return visit at all. This seems to 
set a precedent that should go far towards 
deciding the question of any interchange 
of visits between the president of the 
United States and European rulers.
