bla’ims Buried Nevada Cz‘tyJ
Older Than Tomb of King Tut

NEW. YORK, -March 18—Older by
thousands of years, according to the
Haye Foundation “expert, than ® the
tomb near the great pyramids at Giza
there lies in southern Nevada a burle
city, its walls covered by the drifting
sand of the Mohapa desert. It is the
oldest relic of a civilization that exist-
ed on the American continent nearly
10,000 years ago.

This buried city, lying along the
Muddy river, between St. Thomas and
Overton, was discovered by an ex-
ploring party in charge of M. R. Har-
rington of the Museum of the Ameri-
can Indian Haye Foundation, last Nq—
vember.

The party has excavated between
15 and 20 rooms of the continuous
Pueblo dwelling in which were found
pottery of the most ancient type, be-
fore glazing or the potter’s wheel were
known; knives of ¢hipped flint, an-
cient basketry, arrow heads, skeletons,
rude plows made from the shoulder
blades of animals, and dice made of
bone. Skeletons were found buried
under the floors of several of the rooms
excavated. With each skeleton was a
pottery jar wihch once contained water
and a portion of a basket which once
contained food, refreshment for the!

DETECTIVE THERE

Biddiscombe and Stenographer
Hear Proposition Made and
Warrant Is Issued

Charged by the police with demand-
ing $10,000 for withholding informa~
tion from the Board of Health officials
which he claimed would put the Purity
Ice Cream Co., Ltd out of business in-
side 24 hours, Harry LeBaron Anthony,
until about four months ago a clerk
in the employ of the company, was ar-
rested on a warrant at noon today by
Sergt. Detective Power and Detective
Patrick Biddescombe and will face the
charge at a hearing in the police court
either this afternoon or tomorrow
morning.

According to she detectives, Anthony :
is alleged to have gone to A. D. Stern,
manager of the company, yesterday
afternoon with his proposition. He is
said to have informed Mr. Stern that
the Board of Health had told him that
if a single quart of milk of the com-
pany’s were turned back and put in
the cold room for. sale later on, the
Board of Health would close up the
business inside 24 hours. As his price
for withholding evidence to substan-
tiate such a charge, Anthony is said
to have demanded $10,000.

Manager’s Statement.

Questioned. about the matter, Mr.
Stern explained today that when a
team was sent put with several hundred
quarts of milld it was bound to return
with several bottles not delivered. The
practise of the company, he said, was
to have this milk churned and not put
in the cold room for sale later on, as
claimed by defendant. !

J. F. Tilley, milk inspector for the
Board of Health, stated that not any
official of the Board of Health had

iever made any threat as claimed by

Anthony. The board, he said, was
not likely to deal with a clerk who
had left the company when it paid
officials of its own to look after this

work.
Was Surprised.

Mr. Stern said he was dumbfounded
when Anthony walked into his office
yesterday afternoon with his proposal.
He was indignant over the matter and
crdered Anthony out of the office, he
said, but later on re-considered his
decision, and, believing the man might
work harm to the company by hLis
talk, he asked him to come to the of-
fice this morning and talk the ques-
tion over again. He took the precau-
tion, he said, of having a stenographie
report of the conversation taken down
unknown to Anthony and for further
corroboration he had invited Detec-
tive Biddiscombe to be present. The
detective and the stenographier were
hidden from the others while the con-
versation took place. ;

As a resmt of his repeating the
offer this morning, in the presence of
these witnesses, a warrant was sworn
out and served on Anthony. The war-
rant declares that Anthony told the
company’s manager that in case he re-
fused to give the money to him, there
were others in the city who would
puy the same amount for putting the
Purity Ice Cream Co. Ltd., out of busi-
ness.

Anthony, Mr. Stern said, is a man of
about 35 years, unmarried. He had been
with the company, the manager said,
until about four months ago when he
left the company on his own volition.
