Rome, Sept. 30.—The declaration of 
war against Turkey has been received 
with enthusiasm in all parts of the 
country. On the receipt of the news 
from the capital great processions 
were formed at Genoa, Milan, Bour- 
gemo, Baria, Vercelli and Perugia.
