Memoranddm Seeking Friendly Met-
hod of Settfement Is Cabled
to Washington.

Tokio, Jan, 1.=—=The Japanese govern-
ment late yesteragy evening handed to
Ambassador O’Brien a memorandum
containing a reply to the suggestions
offered by the United States govern-
ment some weeks ago, Wwheréby the
American government sought a friend-
ly way to assist Japan in perfecting
plans for the future restriction of emi-
gration, thus effectively avoiding a
possibility of friction over the question,

While the contents of the memoran-
dum are carefuliy guarded, both at the
Japanese foreign office and the Ameri-
can embassy, the Associated Press has
reason to believe that the. memorsir-:
dum ig couched im" the most friendly
terms, and that while it accepts some
of American suggestions, it declines
others as incompatible with the dig-
nity of Japan and outlines plans for
the further restriction of emigration
to America. :

The memorandum has been cabled to
Washington, whence it is possible a
counter suggestion will be forthcoming,
but it is intimated that Japan thinks
that the memorandum will form the
basis whereon the two countries will
be able to reach a final and satisfac-
tory understanding:

Officials of the Japanese foreigin of-
fice, talking to the Associated Press,
kave said that the system controiling
labor emigration, which will be imme-
diately enforced, would effectually
avold complaints which have sen in
consequence of thé Thisi (it~
istration -of the regulntions mr-
ated last §pring.

‘While not desiring to shlrk the re-
sponsibility for these mistakes, the of-
ficials of the foreign office point out
that it would be foolish to charge the
Japanese government with a wilful
breach of faith.

The Japanese government having
carefully investigated the details, has
discovered the causes of the failure of
previous plans and now proposes  to
demonstrate its ability to" effectively
vrevent the emigrgtion of laborers who
areé nmeeded in “the development of
Japan,

The consensus of opinion of Ameri-
can resi@ents in Japan shows confi-
dence in, the sincerity of the Japanese
government and its competency ta con-
trol emigration as well as its desire to
maintain friendly relations with Amer~
ica.

It is pointed out that its concesslon
to Canada, limiting emigration to that
country, is a part of its entire scheme
of control, because Vancouver afforded
an ‘opportunity for large numbers of
Japanese crossing the border into.
America. ”

DIED TO SAVE CHILDREN.

New York Mother Shut Girls
of Room While She Burned to
Death.

New York, Jan., 2—From a shabby
little flat on Second avenue on Tuesday
was held the funeral of a woman who
gave her life to save her two little
children. - None-of the neighbors. knew
much ~about Mrs. Mary Nautusch ex-
cept that her husband never appeared,
and she worked fifteen hours a 'day in
a laundry to care for her two little
children, aged six.and nine years. The
other night after returning from her
work she sat down by the fire and
dropped asleep while waiting for the
two little girls to return from a Sunday
school Christmas tree.

When they entered she jumped up
suddenly and her skirt caught fire, The
children rushed to her, but she resolute-
ly pushed@ them out into the hall and
locked the door that their clothes might
not. catch. fire.

By this time Mrs. Nautsch’s thin
clothes were a mass of flames, and
neighbors who rushed in and extin-
guished the flameg found her uncon-
scious, She died at a hospital.

TERRIBLE DEATH IN
PENNSYLVANIA- MINE

Explosion Caused by Moiten Steel
Coming in Contact With
Damp Sheathing.

Pitteburg, .PaiJan. 3.~ Two
injured-
an explosion in converter No. 3 of the
Edgar Thomas plant of the U. S. Steel
Corporation at North Braddock, séven
miles east of here, yesterday.

The two men killed were fereigners.
Six of the men injured were Americans,
and 'the other a Slav. All were removed

| to an hospital in this city, where it was

said their injuries were not serious.

No official statement of the cause of
the explosion has-been issued, but old
converter mill men say the cause could
hardly be other than that some of the
molien metal sifted through the soap-
stone lining of the converter and came
in contact with the steel sheathing,
whieh perhaps was-damp.

WHen the explosion occurred the bot-
tom of the converter dropped out,
throwing 1,500 tons of molten metal in
the pit where fifteen men were work-
ing at the ladles. There was no-ex-
plosion when the hot mass of steel
struck the bottom of the pit, but in-
stead flames of burning gas were sent
up which burned the men in the pit.

The two men who were killed had
been working under the converter,
and their bodies were terribly mangled.
The force of the explosion blew the
sheet iron roof off of the converter mill
and eaused two of the wallg to collapse,
besides breaking all the windows in the
vicinity.
