Aid. Fullerton, chairman of the fire 

wardens, was the next speaker and 
took up the city by-laws, particularly 
the high pressure and the fire equip­
ment measures, 
year the insurance rates had been ad­
vanced and, as a result of a letter 
of protest sent to the secretary of the 
Vancouver Island fire underwriters, 
Robert Howe had been sent here to In­
vestigate and had recommended a 
salt water high pressure system for 
the heart of the city. The fire war­
dens had, following this, adopted plans 
for such a system commensurate with 
the city’s needs. The proposed reser­
voir on Smith’s hill would not supply 
a sufficient pressure for fire-fighting 
purposes in the centre of the city. The 
proposed system, he might point out, 
would give protection to the whole 
city for, in the case of a conflagration 
such as occurred last summer, while 
the salt water system was being used 
in the business section of the city the 
domestic supply could be utilized for 
fighting the fire in the outlying dis­
tricts. The territory included in the 
plan was from the water front to be­
yond Blanchard street and from Chath­
am street to Broughton street. The 
system was such that it could be add­
ed to at any time. He was pleased 
at the prospect of a reduction In rates 
as announced in the Times but he did 
not look at the proposal in that light 
at all. To his mind the high pressure 
system was required for the protec­
tion of the city even if it were to make 
no difference in insurance rates.

As to the by-law to provide money 
for additional fire halls and equipment 
for the fire brigade he did not think 
it necessary to say anything in its 
favor. The need of fire protection in 
the northeastern portion of the city 
which was growing fast was self-ap­
parent. At present by the time the 
brigade could get there any ordinary 
fire would have practically burned it­
self out. It was impérative also that 
a new fire hall should be erected to 
replace the present antiquated one in 
James Bay district. More appliances 
were also necessary.

No one could object to the sewer 
by-law.

Father of the System.
M. Mutchison, superintendent of the 

city electric lighting station, who drew 
up the plans for the proposed water 
system, was next called upon. There 
was evidently, he said, a very wrong 
impression abroad regarding this by­
law. The requirements for fire protec­
tion were totally different from those 
for domestic purposes. For the latter 
a pressure of only from 60 to 80 lbs. 
was required, while for fire purposes 
100 to 250 lbs. was necessary. The area 
to be served extended from the water 
front to Quadra street, and from the 
Empress hotel to Taylor’s mill, this 
being what was known as the congest­
ed area. The fact that the electric light 
station was located 
front, right at the source of supply, 
was lucky in connection with the in­
stallation of a high pressure system. 
There was a good boiler plant there 
from which steam could be ^supplied to 
operate the plant. As long as the creo- 
soting plant was in operation steam 
was kept up during the whole 24 hours, 
so that the high pressure system would 
cost nothing on that account. If the 
creosoting plant were closed down It 
would of course require another firemen 
at the light station to keep up steam 
for use in casé of fire. The capacity 
of each pump would be 4.000,000 gallons 
per day, which would supply 14 nozzles 
with a standard pressure as required 
by the underwriters. The quantity thus 
guaranteed would be larger than the 
domestic suptriy. 'the system would be 
what was'called gridiron so far as the 
mains were concerned. Pipes would be 
laid on Store,: Wharf, Government, 
Douglas and TBlafibhard street, connect­
ed at either end by pipes along Brough­
ton ând HeraldJfltreëts. Mr. Hutchison 
then demonstrated how' the fire of last 
summer could hâve been prevented 
from spreading.liàd there been a high 
pressure sÿsterir in use.

As to pressure';from the reservoir on 
Smith’s hill, it wrt5uld not give fire pro­
tection. The reservoir would be only 
213 feet above the sea level, which 
would give a head of only 175 feet at 
Government street, equal to 75 lbs. 
pressure, without allowing for any fric­
tional losses iri^the pipes or reduction 
at. the hydrant. The pressure at Doug­
las would be only 64 lbs., and at Blan­
chard street 59 Tbs. From these figures 
must be deducted from 6 to 10 lbs. for 
friction in the pipes. After providing 
for other losses, Such a pressure would 
be useless in casé of a big fire. For ex­
ample it would be absolutely valueless 
in ease of a fire at the Driard.

Financial Standpoint.
From a financial standpoint there 

was every reason why the proposition 
should be adopted. It would require 
three fire engines to do the work of 
one of the pumps it was proposed to 
instal. These alone would cost $30,000, 
while 15,000 feet of hose that would be 
required would cost $15,000. This hose 
would have to be replaced fire or six 
times during the life of the mains, so 
that it was manifestly cheaper to lay 
mains and iiistal a stationary pump 
than it was to trust to fire engines 
with long reaches of hose, such as 
would be necessary. As salt water 
would affect water mains, it was pro­
posed to keep the pipes filled • with 
fresh water which could be drawn off 
for sprinkling, thus keeping up some 
circulation, for there would be pro­
vision for connecting the pipes of the 
two systems. By keeping the pipes full 
it would be possible to turn on the 
pressure at any moment. If the pipes 
were allowed to stand empty it would 
take 30 minutes to fill them in case of 
fire.

The need, for a high, pressure system 
was being recognized in other places, 
including cities such as New York, 
Philadelphia, Oaklands, etc., each of 
which possessed at present excellent 
domestic supplies.

In reply to W. W. Brown, Mr. Hutch­
ison said that it was not necessary to 
secure Mr. Adams’ opinion in a mat­
ter of this kind. The work was simply 
one cf ordinary everyday engineering. 
While he would De .pleased to have Mr. 
Adams report cn the proposition as 
prepared by him, still he did not think 
it necessary.

After being assured that the plant 
would be kept ready for operation at 
any moment, A. Gonna son said that he 
had come to the meeting determined to 
oppose the high pressure by-law, but 
after the explanations given he would* 
support it from then to the time of 
polling to the best of his ability. He 
was sorry the facts had not 
placed before the people earlier, for it 
would have made a big difference in 
the vote.

In connection with the sewer system 
he wanted to impress upon the people 
that the city as a whole was not being 
taxed for it, but it was only the own­
ers of property that would be benefited 
who would be called upon to pay.
