‘After prolonged
negotiations the B. C. Land & Invest-
ment Ageney agreed to offer for the sum
of $325 a block of land containing about
two acres, which was very moderately
estimated as, worth: $500.. This offer the
government aecepted on 24th July last
and the deed was at once obtained. As
carly as possible tenders for the new
building were obtained: and Contractor
David Mackey-got the job at $526... His
work has now been finished in a manner
creditable to himself and to all concern-
ed. The balance of $74 of the building
grant has been judiciously. expended in
construction . of foot  paths, diyision
fences, ete. The trustees are to be
complimented in the expedition in car-
rying through the work. after they got
the power as they have secured a com-
pleted structure within the short space
‘of eight weeks after the site was pur-
chased.

CHINA ALARMED.

Native Syndieate Buying Up Silyer—To
Exchange it for. Gold. AT

San Francisco,  Sept. 22.—The steam-
ship City of Pekin brings. the fellowing
news from- China and Japan:

Corean
cebinet permission 1o-use part of » Zet-
suie istand as a coal depot. . Japan al-
ready occupies’ the larger part of:the
island. 1

t is stated by a Japanese newspaper
that the Chinese have formed a:gyndi-
cate and are buying in all the: silver
obtainable in‘anticipation of ‘the adoption
of the gold standard after October 1st.
It is feared sufficient silver may bé'col-
lected when Hongkong and- Singapore
are taken into consideration, to purehase
all the gold coin minted. .

The . govermment is alarmed at. this
prospect, and it is studying to aveid the
catastrophe. “Some advise it to stop gx-
change altogether, while others suggest
that restriction should be placed an the
aggregate amount of exchange, and this
should not exceed 50,000 yen d:ai;z'.

On August 31st a tunnel on the line
of the O. U. railway in Japan caved
in' and burried alive twenty-one persons.
