A great
many idle men are to be;seen on Daw-
son's streets, but these are mainly new-
comers, who went in‘ with the idea of
becoming  millionaries in a wyery short
space.

‘While coming oat Miss Shaw question-
ed many people in regard to the Atlin
Lake finds, and the consensus of opinion
was that the new gold fields would not

produce gold in fabulous amounts, but.

good wages are to be earned. :

Miss Shaw left by the Charmer this
morning. = She has‘alrcady svoken in the
London Times of ‘her trip across Can-
ada, and now that her work im the Klon-
dike is finished, she iwill trest of the
wheat fieldg of the Northwest. Then, if
transportation can ‘be obtained she will
go through the Hudson Bay and out by
the Labrador coast. .
