SUPERINTENDENT LEONARD
DIED THIS MORNING

Was Probab’y the Oldest Active Fireman
in]St. John—Of Loyalist Descent

General regret will be felt at the
death of Mr. Edward P. Leonard, late
superintendent of the fireealarm sys-
tem, which occurred at eight o’clock
this morning at his residence, 154 King
street east. . Mr. Leonard, who was in
his fifty-sixth year, was a native of
St. John, a son of the late Charles Leon-
ard, formerly a well known sea cap-
tain, and the late Harriet Baldwin
Leonard. He was descended from
George Leonard, one of the first party
of loyalist secttlers who came to this
province from New York at the time
of the revolution. Mr. Leonard when
a youth lived for some years in Nova
Scotia, and when a young man of
twenty-four years, being then a resi-
dent of St. John, he entered the fire
department here. With this he has
been connected ever since, acting in
various capacities. He was largely
instrumental in having the fire alarm
system installed, and was placed in
charge of it. Mr. Leonard was proba-
bly the oldest fireman in active service,
having entered the department at the
time of the introduction here of steam
engines, and served continuously from*
that date. He was engineer of what is
now the North End engine thirty
years ago today, and during that great
fire he worked the engine continuous-
ly for fifty hours.

A little less than a year ago Mr.
Leonard suffered a stroke of paralysis,
but recovering from this was able to
resume his duties, and remained at his
work until some five weeks ago, when
he again became ill, due chiefly to
hard work at a fire when he was not
in a fit state of health. Since that time
he has been confined to his bed, grad-
vally growing weaker. Mr. Leonard
married Miss Frances E. Moorehouse,
of Woodstock. He s survived by Mrs.
Leonard, one daughter, Mrs. F. E.
Reid, of ‘Winnipeg, and one son, H.
M. Leonard, of Saskatoon. Both
children are at present in St. John.
Arrangements for the funeral have not
been completed, but ¥t will probably
be held on Sunday. '

BOSTON, June 19.—The first hot
weather of the season arrived this
week after a long period of cold apd
damp.
